ARRANGEMENT MADE
FOR CANADIAN LOAN

Negotiations Completed in U. S.
and Announeement Expected
in Few Days.

New York, July 2.—Negotiations be-
tween local bankers and representa-
tives of the Canadian finance minister,
looking to the arrangement of a new
Canadian loan in the United States,
were completed today and a formal an-
nouncement: will probably be made by
the finance minister within a few days.
The new loan, primarily designed to
take care of, the $100,000,000 two-year
five per cent, loan which matures on
August 1, will not be for $100,000,000
as previously -believed, but will call for
the offering of $75,000,000 in bonds
here.

The original loan put out by a syndi-
cate of bankers headed by J. P. Mor-
gan & Co., was for $100,000,000 and it
is understood that orginally about all
of this was sold in the United States.
Later, however, about $25,000,000 of
the bonds were resold to Canadians,
and this amount, it is said, is still held
in the Dominion.
