vent some overlapping. The evils
would, however, be gradually cured if
the bane of Separate schools were not
fastened on the west by outside inter-
ference, Foreigners loved their own lan-
guage, but they were anxious to learn
ours, and many of the rising genera-
tion would never know .any other. The
lack of suitable missionaries had also
been a serioys hindrance.

The necessity of prosecuting home
mission work was evident. Settlements
left without the Gospel soon showed
signs of in spiritual life and
moral tone, Several instances were
given where lack of ordinances had re~
sulted in sad defection from religion.
West of the Kansag line only 7.3 of
the adult males belonged to a Protest-
ant church. This had induced a con-
dition of things that render municipal
government difficult and human life
cheap. Last year 10,600 persons were
murdered, and over 44,000 during the
past seven years. Were homicides as
frequent among us according to popu-
lation Ontario 1last year would have
had 300 and Toronto from 25 to 30. °

‘To Save Camada.

If our ¢ountry was to be saved from
sinking into a similar condition it
would be by cultivating the religious
life of the people, not In geiect sections,
but from ocean to ocean.

A number ‘ot instances of good re-
sults from mission work were given,
the conclusion being drawn that the
prgspects 1or home mission work were
most cheeering; there was encourage-
ment in the wide field with its promise
of growth and people. The thedtre
was roomy and tne outlook bright.

In closing, the preacher bore testl-
many to the valuable home mission
work done by other denominations,
the Methodist and the Anglican
churches being especially mentioned
as having been most-active.

**Some of our sons;” seid the doctor,
“will undoubtedly find a home on the
frontjer, as the problem eof living for
many in the east i8 becoming more
difficult of solution. Shall we not heip
to make their future place of residence
clean and sober ?

A Prowising Field.

“If the object of mission work is to
save souls here and hereafter, where
is there a field that® promises larger
returns, it effectually worked, or that
threatens more lamentable ruin it
neglected. than this same frontier,
where now so many reiigiously train-
ed in youth are to be found ?

‘““And if the church is to gather
strength for work at home and abroad
let her not neglect new gettlements.
Is neglect not writ large over the
whole of eastern Canada, from Cape
North to Port :Arthur ? Do we need
to write it once more over the fair

The Petition of Eleven Graduates of To-
‘yomts Usniversity - Reasons Why They
Protest Against the Proposal — What
Mombers of the Bemate Bay om the
Question—Some Pertinent Letters.

The following petition was prepared
and signed on the afternoon of Mon-
day last, when it became known that]
the (Senate of the University of To-
ronto was to meet that evening, and
to state further that there Was no
time to give other graduates an Op-
portunity of signing 1t:

“To the Honorable the Senate of the

University of Toronto: : ;

“The petition of the undersigned
graduates of the University of Toronto
respectfully showeth:

“1, Your petitioners are graduates of
the Universtiy and take deep interest
in its welfare and position as a great
national university, the fame ot which
has spread through the educational
world, as was shown by the interest
taken and the substantial assistance
rendered at the time when ‘not long
since the Unlversity was overtaken by
a great calamity.

* 2. Your petition®rs are jinformed

that it i8 intended by your -honorable
body to conter upon Mr. Goldwin Smith
of the city of 'foronto the degree of
LL.D, ‘pro honoris causa.
~*3. Your petitioners are aware that,
go far as educational attainments are
concerned, no person could be better
entitled ‘to that honor than Mr. Gold-
win Smith, who, in his earlier years,
received from the universities of the
older countries such honors that the
addition of this, if it were considered
as merely an academic degree, could
hardly be deemed & matter of moment
to him.
‘4. Your petitioners submit that this
degree is not regarded by the world as
purely academic, but rather as the
recognition of great public service ren-
dered the State,.or of the very high
regard in which- the recipient is held
by the community at large.

“5. Mr. Smith is one who, as presi-
dent of the soclety known as the ‘' Con-
tinental Union Soe¢iety,’ and otherwise
has busied himself for many years to
bring about such a state of opinion, as
would, if effectual, inevitably result
in the severance of Canada from the|
rest of the British Empire.

“ 8, Owing to the short notice your
petitioners have received of the inten-
tion of the Senate, it hag not been pos-
sible, as your petitioners would have
desired to summon a meeting of con-
vocation, -or_to circulate this petition,
which would, your petitioners doubt
not, have béen widely signed, had the
time allowed, but your petitioners trust
and belleve that your honorable body
will find in this petition .sufficient
ground for altering its intemtion.”

Principal Galbraith of the School of
Practical Science refused to make any
statement regarding the degree.

As to
the action of Judge Falconbridge and
Col. Denison, Father Ryan would say
nothing.

Mr. Justice Maclennan observed: I
most cordially concurred in the con-
ferring of the degree.”

Asked if he had anything to say re-
garding the action of Mr. Justice Fai-
conbridge, Col. Denison and. others, ne
said: “ No; these gentlemen are en-
titled to hold their own opinions,”

Conferred as o Schoiar.

Prof. Hume did not think the Sen-
ate, when it conferred the degree on
Dr. Smith, took into consideration his
re¢ligidus or political views. Although
it was doubtful whether there were
many who agreed with Dr. Smith’s
political views, still, as the honors were
ccnferred on account of his belng such
a distinguished scholar, these other is-
sues should not be brought in.

Prof. McCallum declined to express
any opinion on the subject. He
thought under .present circumstances
and in his position a man woula pe a
fool to do so.

Charles Moss, Q.C., said that as.Judge
- Falconbridge is. his brother-in-law he
must be excused from expressing any
opinion on the guestion or the letters
of. the Judge and Police Magistraze..

Father Guinane would uphold the ac-
tion of the Senate, thougn he trougnt
it best to avoid any appearance of po-
litical leaning-in a university body.

Father Teefy said he was an old
schoolmate of Judge Falconbridge and
preferred not expressing any opinton,
