Aa the question of whether “shin- 
plasters” can readily be got for mak­
ing remittance, of small sums is one 
that interests everybody, a represen­
tative of.The World called on the As­
sistant RecelverGeneral to ascertain 
tire facts as to their circulation. He 
said that the original Issue of 26 cent 
fractional notes, usually called “shin- 
plasters,” was an outcome of what 
older merchants will vividly recollect 
as the “silver nuhsance” In Canada. 
Brokers and others made large sums 
by Importing Immense quantities of de­
preciated American silver and putting 
It In circulation In Canada, driving out 
not only Canadian coin, but also to a 
large extent the small bill., till the 
nuisance and lose to the people was 
becoming so great that Sir Francis 
Hlr.cks, then Finance Minister, had to 
take resolute measures to grapple with 
the difficulty and drive It out, Issuing 
these fractional notes to supply the 
need for change, till Canadian silver 
could be minted. Although they are 
very convenient for transmitting small 
sums through the mal la they are not 
nearly so convenient /or ordinary 
handling as coin, and, consequently, as 
Canadian silver got into circulation It 
drove them out, till very few are now- 
to be seen. But they have never been 
withdrawn by the Government, and on 
Dec. 31 nearly a quarter million dol­
lars worth were still In circulation.

“The statement attributed to an Ot­
tawa banker that the Government only 
issues them In amounts of 35011 Is ab­
surd," said Mr. Creighton. ‘JThe offices 
of the Assistant Reeelvera-General at 
Montreal, Toronto, Halifax, St. John, 
Charlottetown, Winnipeg and Victoria 
are the places from which Government 
note, and coins of every denomination 
are Issued to the banka and the public, 
and we put no special limits of quan­
tity on these fractional notes any more 
than on other denominations. There 
is no doubt If banks are asked for 
them they will supply themselves 
with such quantities as will meet the 
wants of customers, and there Is al­
ways the Assistant Receiver-General's 
office to fall back on, where they can 
be had in any quantity, even down to 
a single 25 cent shlnplaster, If neces­
sary. The great bulk of our business 
Is necessarily with the banks, but our 
office is for thé accommodation of the 
public, and we are Just as ready to 
supply the general public as the banks 
with a.y notes or coins required.”
