St. John, N.B., Sept. 14.—The city ie 
in holiday attire to-day in honor of a 
visit of Sir Wilfrid Laurier and Hon. 
Mr. Tarte.

Fully ten thousand people were pre­
sent at the Intercolonial train shed when 
the Montreal express puiled in, and the 
cheering lasted some minutes. As soon 
ns Sir Wilfrid stepped from his car to 
the platform, erected for the purpose, 
Mayor Robertson extended his greetings 
in behalf of the city, and received ad­
dresses, at the cohclusion of which tne 
Fusiliers’ band played “ My Own Cana­
dian Home.”

The Premier was given rousing cheers 
as he started to reply to the addresses. 
He heartily thanked the Mayor and cor­
poration for the address and the citizens 
generally for the reception tendered 
him.

At the conclusion, on the call of Mayor 
Robertson, three cheers were given for 
Sir Wilfrid. After this the Premier 
tered a barouche with Messrs, lane 
and Fielding, the Mayor, aldermen and 
others following, and, headed by the 
Fusiliers’ band, ali proceeded to the 
Dufferin Hotel. . . .

The city is gaily decorated with bunt­
ing, and all the shipping in the harbor 
displays its full set of nags. The wea­
ther is bright, with warm sun. It is 
estimated that there are at least 2U,UUU 
visitors in the city to-day. ,

The Exhibition Opencil.
It was 3 o’clock before Sir Wilfrid 

had completed his lunch and was ready 
to proceed to open the Exhibition. On 
arrival at the grounds he was received 
by a guard of honor from the Fusiliers. 
After inspecting the guard the Premier 
and Messrs. Fielding and Tarte were 
conducted to the grand stand by W. C. 
Pitfiold, W. H. Thome. Col. Tucker 
and J.. Vellis. President Pitfield deliv­
ered an address, speaking of Sir Wil­
frid's visit to England and bis great 
reception as the leading statesman of- 
Canada.

The Premier made a very happy re­
ply. and completely captured the ten 
to twelve thousand people on the ground. 
He spoke at some length of his Jubilee 
trip. He recognized in England the 
greatest country on enrth, and was 
proud to live under her flag. He visited 
sunny Italy and France, but in all his 
travels he saw no country to compare 
with Canada. He loved EnglajM and* 
he loved France, the home of hir an­
cestors, but above all he loved Canada 
best. He referred to the enterprise and 
push of St. John in seeking to secure 
the winter trade of Canada, and said 
his aim would be to never rest until he 
had so arranged affairs that every pound 
of freight imported and exported to 
and from Europe would go through 
Quebec and Montreal in summer and 
St. John and Halifax in the winter. 
This declaration was cheered again and 
again. Continuing, he said that, having 
accomplished that, he would seek to 
have a.s much American freight brought 
to Canadian seaports as possible.

The crowd called on Fielding anl 
Tarte, but they declined. The Premier 
then, tinder the guidance of 
Pitfield. inspected the Exhibition.

Mr. Tarte, with Chief Engineer Coste 
and Mr. Fielding, went on an inspection 
of the harbor improvements.

The Levee.
The levee held by Premier Laurier in 

the Exhibition building this evening was 
attended by thousands of people. It 
was in every respect successful. Honi 
Mr. Fielding, Sir Louis Davies and Mr. 
Tarte were also in attendance.

To-morrow the Premier and Ministers 
go for a drive around the city, later for 
a sail about the harbor, and afterwards 
a trip on the St. John River on the 

steamer Victoria, in which luncheon 
will be served.

to explore the several routes to tVg gold 
fields, with a view to selecting one for win­
ter travel, writing iront Dation Trail, ou 
will.h his patty 1. now working, says:

"We went over the Dalton Trail until we 
reached Hootchel Lake, the outlet of which 
is Noraenskjold River. From this place the 
trail follows the river which takes an east­
wards course and empties Into Lewis.Riv­
er about Rink Rapids. Then we took a 
nortnerly course overland for Fort Selkirk 
at the month of I’elly River, at wnlch place 
we arrived in 10 days from Hootchel Lake. 
We had no difficulty In traveling over the 
country without building trails, though we 
were continually crossing small valleys and 
high-rolling mountains. The route follow­
ed is through a succession of Alpine valleys. 
This route is 300 miles overland from the 
head ef Lynn canal to Fort Selkirk, which 
Is at the head of deep river navigation on 
the Yukon. By goihg over the newly ex­
plored portion of the trail all of the rapids 
arc avoided and connection with large riv­
er steamers can be had. I do not, how­
ever, deem It possible to build a wagon or 
railroad over this portion, though it is — 
questionably tbe way to take In large herds

McArthur says cattle are now being tak­
en In over this route, gaining flesh con- 
slderably on the Journey, notwithstanding 
the fact that they are carrying packs. One 
man, Cameron, of Victoria, reported that 
ne had lost ot) head of his cattle, owing to 
a stampede caused by the Indians, who, 
he heard afterward, had rounded np his 
cattle and sold beef to the miners at Ska- 
guay and Dyea.
