William F. Fullham, who was senlor watch
officer on the New Orleans during the
Spinish war, and former Lieut. Joseph
Beale, who, as an officer on the Harvard,
iranslated the cipher despatches between
Commodore Schley and the Navy Depart-
ment carried by that vessel. Among these
despatches was that sent by Commodore
Schley May 28, expressing his regret at
not being able to obey. the orders of the
Department, and explaining the reason why
he could not do so.» There are some verbal
discrepancles between the original draft
of this despatch and the official print of
it, and these Mr. Beale dxplalned.

Lieut. Beale was the last of the govern-
ment witnesses, altho Captain Leniley ex-
plained that he would reserve the right
to call others if reason should demand
that he do so.

| Mr. Wolfe’'s father died when he was a
boy, ard at the age of thirteen he was
forced out into the world to help his
mother. His early years were ful' of
hardships. He drove mules on a canal,went
hefore the mast on a coaster, helped cook
in Louisiana lumber camp, picked cotton
in Texas and kept a restaurant In the
Indian Territory.

He returned when about eighteen to
Cataract, Ind., where his uncle and pretty
daughter lived. There was a bitter enmity
between the uncle and the keeper of the
village store. Young Wolfe settled In
Cloverdale, about six miles distant, but
every Saturday night he walked to Cata-
ract to visit his relatives.

One Saturday night on his trip he was
told that the storekeeper had started a
scandalous story about his pretty cousin.
On reaching Cataract he found his cousin
erving bitterly, and her. father standing
fdly by. «The young man went to the
village store, and demanded a public re-
traction and apology from the storekeeper.
The latter warned him off and a crowd
| of loafers jeered at him. ‘He drew his
revolver, but one of the loafers knocked
it from his hand and the rest kicked him
insensible.

Later the loafers, reinforced by others,
surrounded the house in which he lived, at

Cloverdale. He fired in the crowd, but
| was overpowered and  taken to jail at
Spencer, where he was confined under a
{ charge of assault with intent to kill.
For three ponths he lay in the jail. Not
!'a word came from_his relatives. The offi-
cials gave no intimation when his trial
waz_to he held and he resolved to escape.

He assaulted the sheriff one night, when
he came with supper, and beat him In-
sensible. He made his way out of jall
but was speedily captured., Within a week
he was committed to Jeffersonville Prison
to serve a five years' sentence. He was a
model prisoner. A

Upon his release he came to Onhlo, reachx
ing Columbus without a dollar and only a
kit of shoemaker’'s tools. He opened a
tittle shop and prospered. To-day he iIs
one of the largest employers of labor in
Columbhus, and probably worth half a mil-
lion dollars.

Mr. Wolfe would have been a happy man,
save for one thing. When he came 10

Columbus he imparted the secret of his
prison record to gseveral men. Most of
them kept it inviolate, and helped him in
hig efforts,

The others saw in his necessity the means
of extortion. They improved it, and told
others. He has been at their mercy ever
since. As his {vealth accumulated thelr
demands increased. On the fruits of black-
mail they have worn fine clothes and lived
luxuriously, and some of them even made

Tmropean trips on the money extorted
from Mr. Wolfe.

SEARCITY UF - FRESH MEAT

| Military Authorities in South Africa

Will Have to Solve Another
Problem.

COUNTRY IS ALMOST DENUDED

Herds Taken From the Enemy Are
in Shockingly Impoverish-
ed Condition.

London, Oect, 14.—The Daily Mall's cor-
respondent at Cape Town says :

Within a few weeks’ time the grim real-
ity will have to be faced of a whole eoun-

try almost entirely uded of its fresh
meat supply and its bﬂtmnx stock.

It Is only recently that the country has |

been awakened to the certainty that when
the war is over, South Africa, north of the
Orange River, will be a country which to
all intents and purposes will carry scarce-
ly any stock avallable for food.

1 have made exhaustive dnquiries in high
official quarters upon this matter, and I
am assured that at the. present rate of
denudation it is impossible that the stock
can hold out more than a very few weeks
lenger.

Earlier in the war the military authori-
ties kept and berded all or most of the
sheep and cattle captured from the enemy,
reserving the stock for the use of the

army, apd so supplying the troops when in
camp and on the march with tresh beet
and mutton. Naturally this involved the
employment of a small army of men to
act as cattle rangers and guards, and the
area required in a barren country ftor the
bherding and grazing of flocks of from 30,-
000 to 50,000 sheep and derds of cattle from
7000 to 10,000 strong jvas enormous. It
was o wonder that on very many gc-
casions the Boers got back their own, while
the trekking of the flocks and herds from
place to place seriously impeded the mobil-
ity of our “flying’” columns,

Latterly the military have adopted an-
other method of dealing with the ditficulty.
They now, in a great measure, slaughter
all they capture, and so remder it impos-
sible ‘that the stock captured from the
enemy can revert to the former owner. 1
am assured that the killng is wholesale,
and that no time is lost gyer the bustness.
I have.been told of instances where a
column capturing 15,000 sheep have liter-
ally slaughtered the whole on the veldt.

Naturally a very large proportion of-the
stogk thus taken from the enemy is in a
shockingly impoverished condition. I am
informed that the bulk of the meat Is
actually black when dressed, and that the
fircops are very chary of consuming it.
Still, needs must when necessity i{n the
shape of a military 'order drives, and so
Temymy has to make the best of leathern
steaks and stringy mutton.

There is, however, another side to this
question. South Africa is being converted
inte a black and hopeless wilderness, There

‘are supplies in Basutoland and the Trans-
keian territories, but it must be borne in !

mind that the natives never sell their
cattle,

The tenacity with which the native holds
on to his stock was shown a few weeks ago
when a commission was sent to Basuteland

to purchase three Basuto ponies for the !

children of the Duke and Duchess of Corn-
wall and York as presents from the child-
ren of Cape Town. No money could tempt
the Basutos to part with their ponies, and
it was only by bartering some fine cattle
that the natives would let the ponies go.
It is the same ,with the natives of the
Transkeian territories.

To add to our troubles, rinderpest is
spreading among the military-cattle in the
castern parts of the colony.

RULE OF KHAKI JUDGES,

Frederie Harvison Thinks British
Constitution is Outraged.
London, Oct. 14.—Lecturing on martial
law Saturday night Mr. Frederic Harrison
affirmed that British military authorities
in South Africa were committing acts of
absolutism. Their imperial fury mjght
hereafter bring them to trial in Boglish
courts for the gravest violations of eivil
{law, “As a lawyer of thirty years' ex-
| perience in the courts of the Empire,”
| he sald, “I am amaged te regd in the
newspapers ‘of the last week telegranis
from South Africa stating that certain men
not soldiers were tried in the courts-
_martlal and sentenced to penal servitude,
banishment and even death. If these things
have really taken place our soldiers have
| violemtly outraged the British constitution
! and are liable to prosecution in the courts
of London., Martial law, which means no
law, is absolutely without recognition in
the British system, and upder no clrcum-
| stances whatever can it be applied to a

Hritish subject whe is not a soldier.
‘“Any clvil offence, such as treason, con-
spiracy, arson or murder, cannot legally be
tried by a court-martial, and any general,
governor, or other epommander or official
who sanctions or participates in apy such
procéeding is guilty of criminal usurpation
punishable under civil law.  Rebels and
foreign enemies may be slaughtered with-
out restraintyitof ‘eourse, in actual war-
fare, hut alter the fighting is over military
aunthorities have no right to try or punish
civilinns who may have fallen into their
hands. Such prisoners must be surrend-
| ered to the civil authorities for trial, ac-
!Ir-nrding to the principles of English law.
All our great lawyers are perfectly at one
on this point, as both the eommon law
| and the statute law emphatically exempt
civilians from the jurisdiction of courts-
martial, 'We have had many cases lilus-
trating the principle, and all declded
| against military usurpers.
|  “Furthermore; no order from the War
*Office or commander-in-chief places officers
[ subjecting eivilians to operations of a court-
| martial bheyond the reach of eivil penal-
ties. Every party in an illegal process is
individnally responsible,
khakl judges and executioners in
Africa that In comparatively recent times,
yvears after he committed the offence. a
British Governor in a West African colony
was tried in London for sanctioning the
judgment of a court-martial for the whip-
ping of a ecivillan, which proved fatal.

Tribute to the Late Mr, Wallace.

Charlottetown, P.E.L, Guardign : Many
tributes are paid by the western papers
to the late Hon. N. Clarke Wallace. He
was a man of more than ordinary intelli-
gence and ability; and he dared to differ
from his party and to surrender office and
salary when their course was contrary to
his honest convictions. This he did when
the government of which he was a member
committed itself to force separate schools
upon the province of Manitoba. Mr. Wal-
lace began his career as a. school teacher,
and later started a country store, which
he developed and extended until he had a
large and prosperous business. He was
a kind-hearted man, honest and fair in bis
business relations, and apart from his se-
tive Protestantism and Conservatism was
very popular among the people where he
lived.

HARD AND FAST ON THE ROCKS.

Another Canadian Steamer Ashore
Fifty Miles North of Vancomuver.
Yancouver, B,C., Oct. 14.—In a dense fog
thie Canadian Pacific steamer Hating,
bound ﬁ‘ox’n Skaguay to Vancouver, went |
ashore Saturday, afterpoon at Tucker Bay |
on Jarvis Island and is now hard and fast
on the rocks. The place is a small rocky isle
to lhe northeast of Lasquette Island at
the entrance to Sabine Straits, 50 miles
worth of Vancouver. When the steamer
went ashore Capt. Gosse was on wate]
and First Ofticer Neurotsos was ona‘:ﬁ,}
pridze with the nmster of the vessel. The
fog at the time was so dense that it was
itllnpossible to see ten feet in apy diree-
on.

The Hating had on board 170 passengers,
of whom 130 were first.clags and 40 second
class, There was Dno panic when the
steamer struck, and the passengers were
soon made aware that no danger was to
be apprehended.

An examination of the steamer showed
that she could not get off the rocks by
her own efforts, and the captain sent Pilot
Gunns off to Vancouver in & ship's boat
with four men. Gunns arrived in Van-
couver thls afternoon. He met no steamer
until his crew had rowed 35 miles of the
distance, when a tug piecked them up.

Upoy his arrival here, Gunns stated that,
while tle Hating was fast on the rocks, he
thought she was not greatly damaged.
The steamer's forefoot is a sloping one,
and she would run on the rocks rather
than strike heavily,

" As soon .as the news of the accident
was received here the Canadian Paclfie
office wired to Nanaimo to have the steam-
er Joan despatched to Jarvis Island to take
as many passengers as possible frem the
Hating and bring them down to Vancouy-
er.

As the collier Maude happened to be ly-
ing here with conl for the Hating her
cargo was hastily discharged and she also
was despatched to Jarvis Island, starting
at 6 o'clock this evening. She carried a
number of Canadian Pacific officials, who
will ascertain the Hating's precise condi-
tion and arrange to get her off the rocks,
if possible. The Hating's passengers will
probably reach here to-morrow morning.

The Hating is a particularly good boat,
having been, brought from Hong Kong for
the northern frade about eight months ago.
Her estimated value is $240,000.

WRECKED ON LONELY ISLE.

Evidence of Deaperate Plight of
Sailors of a British Ship.
Tacoma, Wash., Oct. 14.—The steamship
Glenroy brings mews from Hong Kong
that wreckage has been found on Bikar

Island, a small uninhabited island of the
Marshall group, which proves that the
Rritish ship Manchester came to griet
there. The Manchester, Capt, ¥, Clemens,
left New York loaded with kerosene, ghip-
ped by the Standard Oil Company just one
year ago. Her destination was Yokohama,
and shipping men have agreed jong since
that she must have been lost In a’ typhoon.
I"ootprints and marks of two beats’ keels
on the sand, together with ' other sigms,
make it certain that Capt. Clemens, his
wife, two children and crew have been on
the island, and, unable to find water, push-
ed off agnin. . Plainly marked in the sand
were footprints of 2 woman and children.
The body of one sailor was found in a
scrubby growth of trees near shore. There
were also found bodies of birds, which
had been sucked for their blood. As no
sign has since been found of Capt.
Clemens, his family, and crew, it is sup-
posed that they died of thirst before they
reached inhabited islands. The Manchester
carried a crew. of 25 men, most of them
British sailors.” The value of ship and
cargo was nearly $500,000.

_When she reached the house and rang the
bell the door was opened by & pleasant-
faced woman, who seemed a trifie excited,
but quietly asked Miss Cox to step inside.
She gave an affirmative answer to a ques-
tion as to whether there was an insane
patient in the house, and when the two
had reached the parlor the woman turned
suddenly and locked the door, Miss Cox
thought nothing of the action,believing it a
precaution. taken to prevent the escape of
the lunatic. She began to talk to the Wo-
man, and the latter suddeniy turned to 4
table, canght up a large carving knife, and,
approaching the nurse, pointed the weapon
at her heart and exclaimed:

“Now I'll fix you! Youre the Woman
that's running after my husband. I knew
I'd find you, and I wish he was here 10 seé
me put this kaifesthra you!”

Then Miss Cox realized that the woman
who admitied her to the house was the iu-
sane patient. ®he began to use all the arts
of pacification that her long experience had
taught her, managing to keep about a
yard of clear §pace’ between her and the
crazy woman. Every attempt to quiet her,
however, was futile,  and as suddenly 248
she had seized the knife, the woman made
a spring at the nurse with It. Miss Lox
dodged and ran and the wWoman followea.
Then a race for life began.

Slowly at first, but soon at top speed,
Misg Cox went around the room and over
and around chairs and tables, most oI
which were soon overturned, with tne
srmed lunatie in close pursuit. Several
times the vicious-lunges which she made
with the knife almost reached Miss Cox,
and just as the nurse was becoming Iear-
ful that the race could not be kept WP
much longer, her pursuer tripped on &
chair and fell, the knife dropping from her
hand. It was her only chance, and berore
the lunatic could get up Miss Cox got
possession of the knife. She>then per-
suaded the unfortunate woman that Lne
tables had turned, and that unless she be-
haved she would bé treated to a dose oL
ber own medicine. From a raving, mur-
derously inclined lunatic the woman soon
became calm, and in a few minutes was
seemingly under complete control of Miss
Cox, ylelding easily to persuasion, unlock-
ing the door, and accompanying the nurse
from the house and Into the cab without
further trouble.

Fearing another outbreak of violence on

nerve-quieting potion, To her agtonishment
she found the husband of her patient ip toe

feared to return.
