Wet a piece of cheese-cloth with water. Wring
out the surplus water. Pour on as much O-Cedar
as the cloth contains water. This combination
forms a soft, harmless lather that removes dust,
scum and grime. Polish with a dry cloth. [f
there is mud on the car wash it off first—then
follow directions as above.

Another way, is to mix half water and half
O-Cedar in a sprayer. Before using shake the
sprayer, to mix O-Cedar with the water. A
