Twenty years ago Wire was struck by
lightning. The shock deprived him at
z?t of his speech and his hearing,
d when Ne subsequently regained
,- left some subtile derangement
of the nervous system which prevented
him from sleeping. Doctors who heard
borate tests, but
they never caught him napping and at
last his 1" that ‘he never slept
gained gradual credence. He used to
lie down to rest: body, but his eyes
remained open and) his brain always
active. i 5
After his attack Wire first took 3
job as night watchman at a crussing,
but when his insomnia gained notoriety
the railroad laid him off, fearing that
in case of an accident it might be crit-.
cised for Keeping a man on duty who
was always short of sleep. Then he
became a policeman. There his sleep-
lesaness stood him in better stead. He
rose to be chief of police, saved a
competence and finally: retired.
Altho:never fully at rest, his health
seemed unimpaired, uatil he was at-’
tacked by the bronchial asthma, from
which he died. A few nights ago he
called his wife to his bedside. ‘“Thank
heaven,” he said, “I think I'm going to
fall asleep.” He never awakened.

ST. JOHN, N.B., June 12.—(Spe-
cial.)—Saturday was a day-of trage-
dies in St. John, including what is
believed to be a deliberate child mur-
der.

Well-Known Druggist Dies "Sﬂﬁ;i.denly
After Convulsion.

While driving home in a coupe about
12 o’clock:Saturday night,Joseph Hazel-
ton, for many years a well-known
druggist, was attacked with convul-
sions.

Delegates ~ to ' Western ~Boards of.
Trade Unanimous -on ' Prospects.

BRANDON, June 12.—(Special.) -
Delegates attending, the convention of
the Western Canada Boards of Trade,
now ‘concluded, and numbering men
from all parts of the three prairie pro-
vinces, are practically unanimous in
saying that everything is in a fair way
for a good crop. While May frosts
checked the growth, it does mnot ap-
bear-to have damaged the plants, and
the past few days of the torrid wea-
ther, interspersed - with showers, have
brought spring wheat along at an
amazing rate. In underground devel-
opment the crop is prebably further
ahead than in an average year. Con-
tinuation of the present conditions this
month should set it on the highway to
a successful harvest.

LONDON, June 12—Distressing offi-
cial statistics' show that at the end of
April, out of a.population of 35,750,007
in England and Wales, there were 789,
000. paupers, namely, persons receiving
assirtance. This figure—over 222 por
1000 of ‘the population—is one of the
highest on record. London's paupers
total 121,749, a ratio of about 25 per
1000.

World’s Missionary:Congress Opens
Its Sessions-in“Edinburgh

LONDON, .Juné 13<The World's
Missionary Congress at Edinburgh this
week will be a practical approach to
church unity. About:oge hundred and
sixty religlous bodies and separate so-
cieties have sent: delegates. About five
hundred delegates are Americans-and
seven hundred are British and colonial.
Native ‘churches in important mission-
ary fields will ‘be represented by leads
ing-workers. ;

A series of commissions’ has been

collecting facts during the last®two
years, and reports printed in.nine vol-
umes will be discussed .from day . to
day. This unique library may enable
the congress to revise and improve
missionary methods, which is the main
motive of the gathering. :

The presence of a large body of ‘A
erican laymen is an indication that
practical measures will be adopted. for
imparting unity to missionary opera-
tions and for improving the equipment
of the workers. The formation of an
international advisory gcommittee is
probable.

Enthusiasts talk about a new cru-
sade  for the evangelization of the
world.. They may be dver sanguine,
byt thers is likely to be:.a great gain
of efficienicy in consequence of the sus-
pension. of . denominational differences
and-ths:dsmand for unity of direction.

An imporant series of letters and
greetings will be read on ‘Tuesday
when Lord ‘Balfour of Burleigh takes
the chair. The Aréhbishop of -Canter-
bury will make ane of the earliest ad-
dresses and. Robert E. Speer, from Am-
erica, may follow.him. John R. Mott,
who rivals Mr. Speer in oratory,”will
preside over the discussions, and the
reports. of the commissions:
