The Halifax Echo gives the following 
statement of the results this year of its 
annual Fresh Air Work among the chil­
dren:—

“Notwithstanding the universal scarcity 
of money, this has been by far the most 

ssful year the fund has ever enjoy­
ed. We received a good deal more money 
than usual, and sent out a proportionately 
large number of children. At the begin­
ning of the season we had a balance on 
hand of $103.20. We received this season 
$617.97; making a total of $721:17, a pretty 
large sum to collect for a purely local ob­
ject, although it must be said that a good 
deal was received from charitable friends 
throughout the province. This sum was 
expended as follows: Two hundred and 
two children were sent to Cow Bay for a 
week each; an excursion for mothers was 
held on the harbor; and another for col­
ored children whom we could riot send to 
Cow Bay, Both excursions were greatly 
enjoyed and much thanks is due to Mrs. 
Egan for arranging them. The total ex­
penditure for the season was $685.71, leav­
ing a balance on hand of $35.46 to form 
a nest egg for next year.”

“MOST REMARKABLE,” 
SAYS COM. STEWART

Scores R. K. Y. C. re Beveridge 
Cup Decision-—" Precedent 
May Be Looked for in 
Vain.’’ y

Commodore Stewart, of the Chatham 
World, the standard authority on yacht­
ing on the Miramichi, makes this derisive 
comment on the recent action of the St. 
John committee in the protest against 
the Mona in the Beveridge cup race:— 

“It has remained for a committee of 
St. John yachtsmen, or of the yacht club 
of that port, to invent a new disqualifica­
tion. for a racing yacht—namely, ‘fouling 
a mark-boat technically.’ A man in the 
boat, thinking that a yacht would run 
into his craft, hauled in on her cable to 
give the racer more room, and the com­
mittee has disqualified the yacht in conse­
quence. It is a most remarkable decis­
ion, and a precedent for it may be look­
ed for in vain in the history of yacht rac­
ing. A yacht may technically foul anoth­
er yacht, by forcing her about, but to 
technically foul a markboat is something 
new. St. John is bound to keep ahead of 
the procession!”

WOULD EXTEND THE
INTERCOLONIAL

(The Toronto Star, Liberal.)

It would be satisfactory to have an an­
nouncement that the Intercolonial ■ Rail­
way will not be merely a maritime prov­
ince railway. Some years ago the Inter­
colonial railway was extended from Levis 
to Montreal, the reason put fôrth being 
that the railway should not end “in a 
field,” but shoùld bid for a share of the 
great trade of the western provinces. That 
policy was good as far as it went, but it 

The Intercolonialstopped too soon; 
ought to have been extended to the Geor­
gian Bay, and it is not too late to remedy 
the error. The Grand Trunk and the Can­
adian Pacific Railways are fully alive to 
the importance of the short cut through 
Ontario. xThe Grand Trunks obtained con­
trol of the Canadian Atlantic, giving it 
a new line from Depot Harbor to Quebec, 
and the other day the Canadian Pacific 
opened its new line from Giièlph to Gode­
rich. There are other good harbors on 
Georgian Bay and Lake Huron, and the 
railway companies are fully aware of their 
advantages. In these days of big enter­
prises, a government railway from Mon­
treal to the Georgian Bay would not be 
a formidable undertaking. It would run 
through a good country, and would pick 
up plenty of traffic. In fact, under care­
ful management the Ontario portion of the 
Intercolonial would pay from the start.
