THE CLASSES IN
MANUAL TRAINING

Work Progressing Well, But
‘More Room is Needed for
the Pupils.

The new manual training classes are
proving very popular with the scholars
in the public schools who are fortunate
énough to be able to attend. As pointed
out. some time ago, there are only 22
benches in the new building devoted to
manual training, and therefore the accom-
modation is limited.

Dr. Bridges speaking of this department
vesterday said, that of course it was only
in its experimental stage, so far as St.
