Must Not Be Captured On his arrival he went to an old-fash­
ioned hotel in the Rue de Rivoli, faciug 
the Tuileries Gardens, and sent word of 
his presence to the British Embassy in 
the Faubourg St. Honore.

When the Rt. Hon. Sir Francis Bertie, 
the ambassador, heard about it he at 
once wired over to Buckingham Palace, 
but the King and Queen evidently de­
cided not tp interfere.

So the ambassador called upon the 
Prince of Wales and took him round to 
lunch with President Poincare, 
whole visit lasted less than four hours.

A fortnight later he made the same 
trip again, but this time with the previ­
ous knowledge of the king and with 
special permission from Field Marshal 
French.

He called upon General Gallieni, the 
military commandant of Paris, and spent 
several hours inspecting the elaborate 
system of trenches which have been dug 
around the capital so as to make it 
doubly secure against any future at­
tack.

The prince is an early riser and has 
generally finished his breakfast before 
8.80, when he reports to the commander- 
in-chief.
Marshal French receives the reports and 
gives out the day’s work opens out into 
the same hall as the staff officers’ room.

The morning talks with the “C. in C.” 
are never very prolonged, and at about 
9 o’clock the prince’s car is brought out 
of the headquarters garage across the 
street and he gets in and drives away. 
Growing Into Man

Sometimes he drives sixty miles before 
he gets to the officer whose reports and 
dispatches he is to hurry back to head­
quarters; sometimes his work consists 
in making observations as to the posi­
tions held, or as to details of the line of 
communications.

Sometimes again, there are secondary 
trenches to be laid out, and not infre­
quently surprise visits have to be paid 
to observation posts. Then, as often as 
he can, the prince visits the military 
hospitals.

The prince smokes a good deal, nearly 
always cigarettes, and he rarely goes to 
a hospital without filling his pockets 
with boxes of cigarettes, which he dis­
tributes to the wounded.

There can be no doubt that his ex­
perience at the front and the active 
open air life that he Is leading have 
brought about a remarkable change in 
the prince’s appearance. When he went 
out to France he was as youthful in his 
build as In his appearance, now he is 
growing into a man.

He is not and never will be very tall, 
but he is well knit and has time and 
again displayed the greatest endurance, 
so much so that the other officers on 
the staff all look upon him as the cham­
pion long distance walker.

More than once during his training he 
marched twenty-five miles in full kit 
with his company of the guards and 
proved the freshest man when they got 
back to barracks.

. If the Prince of Wales were taken 
prisoner and held as a hostage by the 
Germans, very serious embarrassment 
might be caused to the allies, and their 
plans for the final settlement of the war 
would be gravely hampered.

This Earl Kitchener pointed out in his 
usual direct and forcible manner, but the 
young prince was not to be denied, and 
when he left the War Office it was with 
the promise that he would be attached 
to Field Marshal French’s staff at the 
headquarters of the British expedition­
ary forces in France.

On Nov. 16 the Prince of Wales cross­
ed over from Folkstone to Boulogne 
and proceeded at once to St. Omer, 
where the headquarters staff was then 
located.

From that day till April 10, when the 
Prince of Wales arrived in London bear­
ing dispatches from the British com­
mander-in-chief, he has regularly per­
formed the arduous and dangerous dut­
ies of a dispatch rider.

At times Field Marshal French has 
detailed him to other duties, and when 
he was at the front the Prince of Wales 
was engaged with other officers in lay­
ing out a line of trenches near Nenve 

- Chapelle, where he was constantly ex­
posed to the fire of the heavy German 
guns.

I had the honor of being presented to 
the Prince of Wales and of talking with 
him on two occasions, but it was under­
stood that I was not to interview him 
or in any way quote what he said.

But I had the fullest opportunity of 
studying him and observing the man­
ner and spirit in which he performs his 
duties.

There is nothing in his uniform to 
distinguish him from any other staff of­
ficer. It Is the same plain khaki without 
any insignia of rank except the single 
star upon his sleeve.

The braid on the khaki cap tells that 
he belongs to a guard regiment, and the 
tiny piece of scarlet cloth on the lapel 
of his coat indicates that he is a staf of­
ficer.
