Andrew Carnegie was bom in D-unfer- 

line, Scotland, on November 25, 1836, 
and moved to America, taking up his 
residence in Pittsburg when he was thir- 
ten years of age. He was for thirteen 
years in the service of the Pennsylvania 
Railroad. In the years 1901, 1902 and 
1906 he was Lord Rector of St. Andrews 
University, and in 1912 held the same 
honors in Aberdeen University. During 
his lifetime he spent large sums of mon­
ey for charitable and educational pur­
poses, founding the now famous Carnegie 
Ibraries, which are established in nearly 

every town of any consequence in Eng­
lish speaking countries. Publications 
by him included Around the World, 
Triumphant Democracy, The Gospel of 
Wealth, The Empire of Business, The i 
Life of James Watt and The Problems 
of Today. When in the old country he 
made his home at the old family seat 
at Skibo Castle, Sutherland, Scotland.

Mr Carnegie started his bdsiness car­
eer at the bottom of the ladder and 
through his energy worked his way 
gradually up until he was amongst the 
richest men on the continent. He first 
went to work as weaver’s assistant in 
a cotton factory at Allegheny, Pa., later 
becoming telegraph messenger boy in 
Pittsburg, where he learned telegraphy 
and entered the employ of the Pennsyl­
vania Railroad as an operator. He ad- 
vanced by promotions until he became 
superintendent of the Pittsburg divis- 
ion of the Pennysilvania system. In en­
tering the organization of the Woodruff 
Sleeping Car Co. he gained the nucleus 
of his fortune which he developed by 
careful investments in oil lands. He ser­
ved during the civil war as superintend­
ent of military railway and government 
tdegraphs in the east and after the war 
developed iron works at various parts 
of the country. Among the honors
