for the potatoes sold by Mr. Clements as
broker for the department. Witness
said it was a direct sale to Waite. When
Mr. Waite’s affidavit regarding potatoes
entrusted to his care, was read witness
said he did not fully understand the sys-
tem but thought the Cuban brokers
made their profits by commissions col-
lected from persons to whom they sold.
If Waite sold for $4 a barrel, the prov-
ince still would get only $2.80. If the
cargo had gone right the province would
have got $2.80 a barrel, but it did not
and Mr. Waite’s customers would not
take them so the province had to stand
the loss. '

The shipment wds of 4,909 barrels.
Witness could find in the statement
record of the disposal of only 8,856 bar-
rels, of which 1,870 barrels went to the
dump. Witness thought the other thou-
sand barrels had been dumped out with-
out cost and so did not appear in the
account.

Q.—The potatoes 'by the Mineola
were really shipped by you?

A.—I think they. were sold by a firm
of brokers in Havana. :

Contracts were produced and identified
and witness admitted one shipment had
been made in his name. He could not
say. if it had gone by the Mineola. The
contracts made in Mr. Daggett’s name
were for 1,500 barrels to Besaleau and
Rovira., The returns were not to come
to witness. A. C. Smith & Co. were
instructed to make drafts. As a matter
of fact’ some returns did come to him,
but he could not remember how much.

Mr. Hughes produced a- letter from
Mr. Daggett to A. C. Smith & Co,
dated January 14, 1916, in which he
asked for all documents in connection
with the potatoes, so that he could pre-
pare for the meeting of the legislature
and the public accounts committee. The
letter went on to say:

“By the speeches delivered at the re-
cent opposition .convention in St. John,
they are evidently getting themselves in
shape for a pretty vigorous attack upon
this department, hoping to find some-
thing very crooked in connection with
the potato shipments. You will be
gleased to know that they are going to

e seriously disappointed in this regard.”

Not Before Committee.

Witness did not take all these accounts
before the public accounts committee.
He did not think that bills that were not
paid by the department were any of the
government’s business.

Regarding the notes given by Mr.
Smith, witness said that he had not re-
membered that there was a renewal, but
he did so now. The renewal note was
not used and he remembered giving it
back to Mr. Smith.

Regarding his appearance before the
public aecounts committee, witness said
that there were no members of the op-
position at the meeting. There were
two opposition members in the house,
Messrs. Dugal and Pelletier. They
were hampered in the use of English, but
a member of the legislature would have
acted as interpreter for them. The gov-
ernment members did not ask many
questions; they did not probe very deep.
If counsel wished, he could say that the
accounts had been prepared to cover up
matters rather than to disclose them.
He was prepared to face the music but
it was the advice of Premier Clarke that
it should be covered up.

Counsel read the report of the ac-
counts committee to the effect that Mr.
Drggett had appeared before them and

William Cruikshank, of Fredericton,
who next took the stand, testified that
he had been deputy provincial treasurer
for three years, from 1915 to 1918, and
had been in the office under Mr. Babbitt
for six years before trat.

Witness related the process through
which applications for payment passed
before payment was made. He presumed
that the potato accounts passed through
his hands, in the ordinary course. He
had no know, of a letter of credit
issued to-B. Frank Smith, but had heard
of it verbally.. Hehad nothing whatever
todoin the office with the surplus pota-
toes, as such. Any payments he made
he supposed were for the patriotic ship-
ments.

Hon. Dr. Landry was the provincial
treasurer when he took office in 1915.

Witness did not know of any returns
being received from Cuba.

It was the custom to close the books
about November 10 each year. In 1915
they were kept open until December to
await the returns from Cuba. He must
bave received instructions from the head
of the department, Hon. Dr. Landry, but
he had no definite recollection. He had
not discussed the potato matter with Dr.
Landry until it came to the final settle-
ment.

Witness first heard of the note when
Mr. Daggett intimated to him that a note
might be given to close the transaction.
He would. naturally ask Mr. Daggett
when the returns would be In. He did
not accept a note on his own responsi-
bility. He immediately consulted the
premier and asked if a note would be
satisfactory. He'said it would. Witness
then saw the head of his department, Dr,
Landry, and asked if he would accept
the note. Da. Landry told him to do
so. Witness then saw Mr. Hawkins,
manager of the Bank of Montreal in
Fredericton, and asked if he would dis-
count a note and Mr. Hawkins agreed to
do so. Witness endorsed the note “The
government of New Brunswick,” per
himself, because it was made out that
way. He had spoken to Dr. Landry
about discounting it. Witness discounted
the note.

Mr. Cruikshank identified the carbon
copy of the deposit slip on which the
discount was credited. He explained that

it was entered as a cheque because there |

was no other heading under which to
enter it. dt was possible he had received
a discount check from the bank.

A receipt given to Mr. Daggett for the
hote was identified by the witness, It
was, on the face of it, a receipt for a
cash payment of $32.861.69. Witness
said there was no particular reason for
giving the receipt in that form.

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JAPAN'S WAR ACHIEVEMENTS

Dr. 1. Nitobe, author 6f *“Bushido”
and ‘The Japanese Nation,™ gives seven
achievements of Japan in the present
war as being those on which the Jap-
anese should lay stress at the peace con-
ference. They are appended:

1. Japan has. cleared Tsing-tao, the
German base of activities in the East, of
German influence, thereby 'maintaining
the peace of the East and removing the
Allies’ anxiety regarding the East.

. 2. Japan has secured sea power in the
Pacific and freed that ocean from the
menace of the German navy, enabling
the Allies to concentrate their

trade with their colonies without danger.
8. Although she has not intervened in
Siberia (this was written in July), the

mighty military force Japan holds has|:

had the effect of preventing any serious
disturbances occurring in the East, and
of ereating in Siberia a situation not un-
favorable to the Allies.

4. Owing to Japan’s faithful observ-
ance of provisions of the Anglo-Japa-
nese alliance, and to her efforts to se-
cure the preservation of tranquillity in
India, peace in that country was main-
tained so that Britain could feel quite
easy.

5. As regards China, there is no ques-
tion that a very serious revolutionary
movement would have broken out in
that country had it not been for the
vigilant care exercised by Japan as up-
holder of the peace of the East.
