Quebec, June 8—About forty fishing schooners were lost with a loss of life
numbering about tweaty, in a disaster caused last Friday night by a severe
storm that swept the coast of northern New Brunswick and Bay Chaleur.

Islands, and these points being rather remote, news of the disaster was slow

A telephone message to The Times
says:— -

During a severe storm on Friday night
the fleet of fishing vesgels on the North
Shore of the province Was badly crippled
and reports vary concerning the number
which have been lost though it is defin-
jtely known that nine men have been
drowned, eight from Caraquet, N. B,
and one from St. Simone.

The reports which reached the city
only this morning said that at .least
forty s$mall fishing vessels had gone
down in the storm which raged along
the eoast. Some of the crews of one
or the other of the smacks were rescued
by the more sturdy of the little fleet,

. byt it ‘was impossible, owing to their
being so widely scattered, to save all.
No less than five bodies were buried
this morning at Caraquet, and many
homes “have been bereaved by the dis-
aster which is one of the worst in the
shipping history of the Neorth Shope.

The latest Word with regard to the
loss in the 'storm on Friday on the
North Shore was to the effect that two

property along the coast and in Bay

vessels had gone down and a third was
missing. Nine men were drowned and
the crew of the missing schooner have
not been heard from. Eight of the men
were from Caraquet and one from -St.
Simone, wHile each of the vessels .was
from the former place.

On board each of the schooners a
father, and two sons went to a watery
grave. Joseph Cariault was the master
of one of the little vessels, and his two
sons John and Arthur sailed with him.
All three. were drowned, and a neighbor
named Dugas also. The master of the
other schooner was R. S. Albert, and
his two sons, Larcin and John, were
members of his crew as were his father
and another man, Oliver Paulin.
| In the fleet which was out on Friday,
‘there were about thirty or forty vessels
from ports all alopg the northern coast.
With the exception of the three in ques-
tion, all have put back to safety, and
while there were sorrow and regret over
the loss of the nine who were drowned,
there was rejoicing over the return of
those 'who had been saved from the
same fate, = The sinking of the two
chooners is thought to have taken place
off Miscou Point, some miles farther
along the coast from Caraquet.

HUERTA TARES
THE- WISER COURS

Decides Not to Attempt Blocade

of Tampico

Niagara Falls, Ont., June 8 —Storm
clouds hovered over the mediation pro-
ceedings today. The Mexican delegates
anxiously awaited word as to the atti-
tude of the American government to-
ward the proposed Huerta blockade of
Tampico, held by the Constitutionalists.
As the Antilla, # Cuban ship laden with
millions of rounds of ammunition for
the Constitutionalists is en route to
Tampico and should arrive there in an-
other forty-eight hours, a test case of
Huerta’s right to blockade ports held
by Constitutionalists is at hand. :

The American government several
weeks ago ordered. Rear Admiral Bad-
ger to keep Tampico open to commerce,
particularly that oil shipments might be
made unrestrained. Whether that order
included the right ot foreign govern-
ments to ship arms and contraband of
war wag a particular point on which the
Huerta delegates have sought informa-
tion. A disagreement over the right of
Huerta to blockade Tampico, it is gener-
ally realized, might easily lead to a dis-
ruption of the proceedings here, but the
mediators are hopeful. An embarrassing
feature lies in the fact that, not having
recognized the Huerta government, the
United States government cannot con-
cede that Huerta is entitled to engage
in an act involving: international law.
Along with the Antilla incident, the
mediation colony was intensely interest-
ed in what General Carranza might have
to say on his arrival today at Saltillo.
Whether the Constitutionalists will come
into the negotiations un the terms fixed
by the mediators—declaration of an arm-
istice and an' agreement to discuss inter-
nal as well as international guestions—
is not known to any of the principals
here. Unofficial expressions from Wash-
ington, however, to’'the effect that Car-
ranza might in certain cases be willing
to .discuss aspects of the international
problem, but would refuse to grant an
armistice at least immediately are known
aceurately” to represent General Car-
ranza’s ideas. ; ?

Washington, June 8—Administration
chiefs face a menacing situation at Tam-
pico where two of Huerta’s gunboats
were to arrive today to blockade the
port and seize a war cargo on the Cuban
merchantman Antilla, consigned to the
Constitutionalists. There were indica-
tions that the United States would
balk such’'a move. That might result
in complications which would threaten
to break up the Niagara conference and
possibly lead to ‘renewed hostilities. It
is undérstood that the - administration
takes the pesition that it must prevent
exercise of a blockade by a government
that is not recognized as possessing such
authority under international law.

LATER
Washington, June 8—Huerta has de-

‘cided after all not to blockade Tampico

and force the hand of United States with
the possibility of disruption of the medi-
ation proceedings at Niagara. The Span-
ish ‘ambassador notified Secretary Bryan
officially to that effect today. This will
permit the Constitutionalists to land
arms.

FARMER AND WIFE ARE
KILLED IN CYCLONE
IN WOODSTOK, ONT.

Woodstock, Ont., June 8—A cyclone
unprecedented in this part of the coun-
try, which struck a point about two
miles north of here early last evening,
caused the death of a man and woman
and destruction of property valued at
$7,000. Thomas Hartley, a farmer, aged
84, and his wife, aged 65. They were
seated in a garden at the rear of the
house and were killed by debris from
the house which was completely demol-
ished. The damage was all done within
the radius of a mile.

FIREMEN AND POLICE OF
MONTREAL FOR HONOR GUARD
IN CORPUS CHRISTI PROCESSION

Montreal, June 8—The Corpus Christi
procession next Sunday will not be with-
out its guard of honor, if functionaries

Tipsy Pike Invades ‘,the Home
of the King

DONS SERVNTS GOTHES

Climbs Well, Evadet Guards and
Wandeis at Will From Base-
ment to Sixth Stofy Before He
is Arrested

London, June 8—Harry': Pike, who
yesterday startled authorities and public
by invading Buckingham Palace, is not
a suffragette, according. to:the attorney
for the prosecution, who appeared against
him at Bow Street’ Police court today.
The man who clambered over the ten
foot fall surmounted by sharp. spikes
which surrounds the palace grounds and
eluded sentinels, police guards and serv-
ants, did so while under the influence
of drink and not with any ulterior ob-
ject, said the lawyer. After overcoming
all obstacles and evading watchers, Pike
strolled about for a‘longiﬁme in’ the in-
terior of the palace, which he -explored
from the basement to the sixth floor. It
was only when he entered an occupied
room that he was 'discovered and ar-
rested. He had changed his clothing fn
one of the chambers for a:5uit belonging
to a royal servant, as he had torn and
soiled his own clothes 'in climbing the
wall and crawling across the grounds.
The magistrate nded the prisoner
for a week for. further inguiry.

Pike today issued a. long writter
statement giving details of his wander-
ings and adventure$ in the palace. He
mentioned that his wife was in America
and that he had been drinking ever since
she left England. He is a motor fitter’s
assistant.

' People Getting Angry

London, June 8—Public anger in con-
nection with the militant = suffragette
outrages is expected daily with more
vehemence throughout Great Britain and
reports from the provinces show that
suffragette meetings yesterday were gen-
erally: broken:up and women threatened
with violence. ;

John Clair Boyer Dead at Sussex
Corner, Aged 84 Years

One of the oldest residents of Kings
county passed away this morning at six
o'clock in the person of John Clair Boy-
er; whose death occurred at the resi-
dence of his daughter, Mrs. John Mark-
ham, Sussex Corner.

Mr. Boyer was born in St. John eighty
four years ago, He was a son of John
Boyer, one of the Loyalist settlers in
this section and ~was well known
throughout the county. He served his
time with the late Elisha Broad, tool
manufacturer, and afterwards was em-
ployed with Thomas Keys, Waterloo
street, as general blacksmith. In the
days of the manganese boom at Mark-
hamville, Mr. Boyer had charge of the
tool department for the company that
operated the mines. After the clesing of
the mines, Mr. Boyer returned to St.
John where he took charge of the tem-
pering department for William Camp-
bell;, afterwards Campbell Bros, axe
manufacturers. Three years ago he re-
tired and went to live with his daughter,
Mrs. Markham.

He was a member of the first volun-
teer fire department in St. John and the
only member now surviving is Edward
White, of Sussex.

Mr. Boyer is. survived by his wife,
formerly Miss Irvine, of St. John; four
daughters, Mrs. F. W. Wallace, of Sus-
sex; Mrs. John Markham, of Sussex
Corner; Mrs. C. H. English, of Malden,
Mass., and Miss Susie A.; at home; and
two sons, John C., livery stable owner
at St. Martins, and Robert R., of the
cold storage, this city. Mrs. Richard Ly-
man, of Exmouth street, is a sister, and
Col. W. D. A. Stevens, of Moncton, is a
nephew.

The boy
struck the pavement with only sufficient
force to bruise him a bit and was able
to proceed on his way under his own
power.
