SR RUFUS
ISRACS IN'
CABINET

Recent Changes in British Cabinet
Ananged By Wireless, First
Time in World's History

New York, June 12—A cable from Lon-
don this morning to the New York Times
says:

The announcement that the king had ap-
proved the appointment of Attorney-Gen-
eral Sir Rufus Isaacs to be a member of
the cabinet creates a precedent, inasmuch
as he is the first attorney-general ever in-
cluded in the cabinet.

The chief ministerial whip, authorizes
the statement that the appointment is en-
tirely personal to Sir Rufus, and is not in-
tended necessarily to be a permanent ap-
pointment. 2

An explanation of the appointment is
the desire of the premier to strengthen the
legal element in the inmer council of the
ministry in view of the withdrawal of Lord
Lorburn, but the Daily Mail points out
that in no cabinet in recent times, has the
Jegal element been stronger, thus justifying
H.' G. Wells’ criticism that the country
ig governed by lawyers. S8even members of
the cabinet are barristers, or solicitors by
profession, namely: Asquith, Lloyd-George,
McKenna, Birrell, Lord Haldane, Lord
Morley and Sir Rufus Isaacs.

“Thus,” says the Daily Mail, “the legal
profession is steadily strengthening its
grip on the government of the. country,
and displacing the business and land own-
ing elements.”

Lord Lorburn’s resignation as lord high
chancellor and Lord Haldane’s acceptance
of the post were arranged by wireless,
probably the first time in history that such
an event was conducted in that manner.

Berlin, June 12—One of the unreported
tragedies of the sea has just come to no-
tice in the mystrious disappearance of the
Hamburg-Trans-Atlantic freighter Mount
Oswald. The steamship left Baltimore/ on
¥eb, 17 with a heavy cargo of merchan-
dise and was due in Hamburg in the first
week in March. She has never been heard
of since her departeure from Baltimore.

A few days ago the consignees of the
cargo were officially informed that the in-
surance companies which were responsible
for amounts aggregating $100,000, were now
ready to pay the total due on the poli-
cies. She was a first-class boat of 5,000 to

000 tons and carrled a crew of forty or
fifty men.

Chicago, Ills.,, June 11—Of course each
candidate has his machine, if you mean by
machine, a campaign committee. Taft has
his on the floor of the Congress hotel
which, by the way, they are now calling
the: Taft floor. Roosevelt has hie on the
thirteenth floor. ‘There is no discourage-
ment in thirteen, and Senator Cummins,
of Towa, who may be a compromise choice,
has his on the next floor, or somewhere
near. Senator Lafollette, another dark
horse, stables at the Grand Pacific Hotel
“far from the maddening crowd’s ignoble
strife.”” Teddy will have to do more ‘than
go round the corner to get him. ;

The Taft machine, being the biggest,
comes in for the most attention. It in-
cludes the Taft pereonal machine, of which
Congressman William B. McKinley is di-
rector, and the national republican ocom-
mittee, which is controlled by the Taft
organization. The national republican
committee keeps on steam rolling Roose-
velt delegates, but its powers will expire
on next Tuesday morning, when the con-
vention begine, after which the admission
or non-admission of delegates is for the
credentials committee to decide.

ENGINEER OF THE
ROOSEVELT MACHINE

The engineer of the Roosevelt machine
is Senator Dixon, the colonel’s campaign
‘manager. He is ably assisted on the floor
of the national committee by Senator
Borah of ldaho. The Chicago end of Col-
onel Roosevelt’s organization is in the
hands of Edwin W. 8ims, who was born
a Canadian, but has-been a citizen of the
United States ever since he was five years
of age. Mr. Bims’ home town was Ham-
ilton, Ontario, and he has many rela-
tives in that part of Canada.. =~

The machine work of the nationai com-
mittee is in charge of two clever lawyers,
Dick and MacHarg, the former for Taft,
the latter for Roosevelt. TPheir duty 1s
to stand by disputed delegates and to
make the worst appear the better reason
as often as possible.

So far Colonel Roosevelt’s agent has had
about as much success as the devil’s advo-
cate in a case for canonization. At the last
presidential nominating conven'tlon,_ Dick
and McHarg were on the opposite sides to
what they are now. That they have chang-
ed sides means no inconsistency. It sim-
ply means that a fat brief lgnowa no poh-
tics. As expert machinist, it mal.{es little
difference what machine they drive.

Just here is the place to discount thg
idea that Colonel Theodore Roosevelt is
not some machinist himself. In 1904 he
was in control of the national republican
committee, which he used quite as freely
as President Taft is using it now. Because
he steam rolled then, the colonel does not
acquire so much merit for not §oing it
now, especially simce he has lost his steam
roller. Ag a matter of fact, few promin-
ent statesmen have flawless pasts and that
is what makes it hard for the common
people to pick a messiah. This republican
convention has four or more to choose
from, which seems quite a lot for a city
like Chicago.

THE BEST PART
OF THE MACHINE

The unofficial end of the Roosevelt ma-
chine is the best part of it.

“For instance, he
lost much ground among thinking people
by setting up contests in the national com-
mittee where his delegates had no shad-
ow of claim. He did it to make Taft’s
steam roller look more cruel than it real-
ly is but when he did it his monopoly of
political righteousness got a bad set back.
As & matter of fact the common people of
the United States would probably get as
much righteousness from Wm. Taft as
from Theodore Roosevelt. It is six of the
one and a half a dozen of the other and,
no doubt, that is why the nation thinks of
making a change.

STEALING DELEGATES
IS THE GAME NOW

Roosevelt’s greatest strength with the
masses is the bunch of idealists that flock
about him, and Roosevelt knows it. That
is why men like Pinchot and Lindsay are
rushed post haste to the Congress Hotel.
Their silent presence is a help and an in-
fluence but it is safe betting that the col-
onel does not send them just to litter up
the scene of confusion in the Congress Ho-
tel lobby. They are under orders to do
something better than keep quiet. Stealing
delegates is the game just now and there
are many ways of stealing them, inc ud-
ing moral suasion. To make moral suasion
you must have moralists on the spot and
to make sure of their kinds of suasion you
must also have men who are experts at it.
Colonel Roosevelt in spite of the hurrahs
and the brass band, is & cautious and care-
ful campaigner. He overlooks no chances.

Oyster Bay, June 12—With an attack
on his opponents in the republican nation-
al committee and on President Taft, Col-
onel Roosevelt is out with another protest
against the course of affairs at Chicago.
He eaid Mr. Taft assumed ‘“that the presi-
dency is to be treated as a gift within the
bestowal of the politicians, in defiance of
the duly expressed wish of the people.”
He adds that bosses like Crane of Massa-
chusetts, Penrose of Pennsylvania, Mul-
lane of Kansas, and Franklin Murphy of
New Jersey, who have been beaten at the
polls, are trying to thwart the will of the
people.

“Such conduct,” Colonel Roosevelt
wrote, ‘comes dangerously near being trea-
son to the whole spirit of our institutions;
to the whole spirit of democratic free gov-
ernment.” He laid especial stress on the
action of the committee in seating the Taft
delegates from the 13th district of Indiana,
notwithstanding the fact, he said, that the
Roosevelt men were clearly in the ma-
jority in the convention which wae call-
ed to elect these two delegates.

Chicago, June 12—To dispose of the Ari-
zona and California ‘cases, set for today,
and the Louisiana cases next on the list
of states, the republican national commit-
tee set its meeting for nine o’clock today
with the prospect of an all day and long
night session.

The Califorgia case, in view of the state-
ment made on Monday by former Senator
Dick, promised to bring the title to the
whole state delegation into question, ow-
ing to an alleged conflict between the Cali-
fornia state primary law, and the official
call of the republican national committee
issued last December at the meeting in
Washington.

In the Louisana cases, which the con:-
mittee expected to reach late today, the
regularity of the state organization is di-
rectly at issue.
