The 
people of eastern Canada are deeply con­
cerned, and await further news with great 
anxiety, because so many have relatives 
and friends in the stricken oity.

Along with the news of destruction, 
however, comes word that already the 
work of clearing up the wreckage and 
rebuilding the devastated area has begun; 
for the spirit of the west is indomitable. 
The fear of tornadoes will not effect the 
people, for such storms are not preval­
ent; nor is the experience of Regina like­
ly to be repeated, 
a temporary halt in the forward move­
ment in a rapidly growing city, but all 
traces of the havoc will soon be removed 
and the growth of Regina will continue. 
It is the centre of a rich region and has 
made remarkable progress during the past 
few years. It may be hoped that the loss 
of life will not prove to have been ae great 
as the earlier reports seemed to indicate. 
The sympathy of the whole country goes 
out to those who mourn and those who 
have Buffered loss in any form.

found anywhere in the world. With such 
an enormous and sueh a mixed population 
they have necessarily much that is vicious 
and harmful, but Canada is moving rapid­
ly in the same direction, and is not profit­
ing as much as ehe might do from the past 
experience of her neighbor. He is but a 
narrow and mean Canad&n who tries to 
create prejudice against the United States, 
or who seeks to divert attention from the 
obvious weaknesses and faults in his own 
country by talking about those of the Am­
erican people. There are today in the 
United States several millions of people 
who are either natives of Canada or the 
descendants of Canadians. We would be 
very glad if we could get them back again,

■ and from time to time we make strong ef­
forts to induce them to come. If that 
country were eo bad, and its people so 
immoral and so blind to the higher ideals, 
these former Canadians could not be in­
duced to remain there. When we go to 
visit our friends or relatives over the 
border we find them living in well order­
ed communities, where life and property 
are quite as safe as in centres of equal 
population in this country.

It would be idle to deny that there ie 
much in American life that is undesirable. 
Canada, being a younger country, with a 
population that is a mere fraction of that 
of the United States, has a greater oppor­
tunity to build up a nation whose moral 
and political ideals may be more fully re­
alized than those of the founders of the 
great republic; but that end will not be 
accomplished in the spirit of those who 
throw mud at the Yankees and remain 
blind to the defects in their own country. 
Morals are not American, or Canadian. 
They are human. Let each look to their
