St. John, N. B., Aug. 21, 1878.
Bank of England advaneed rate of inter­

est to 5% last week. Money is less easy. 
Sterling exchange has advanced to 9$// for 
60 days, 10$% for sight

General trade is about the same as in 
our last.

Apples.—Green are coming in freely. 
Prices are lower, ranging from $2.00 to 
$2.50 per bbl

Flour.—Demand rather light the past 
week. Holders are very firm at the ad­
vance. Bayers, however, hoping for low- 
er prices, are holding back.

Markets abroad are very firm, the ad­
vance daring the last 6 weeks is in all 60 
to 70cts per bbL At present rates in Mon­
treal and Toronto, Spring Extra would 
cost $5.30 landed here.

There is no doubt but that the low prices 
of July was caused by the anticipated en­
ormous yield of wheat, but now when it is 
learned that in many of the Western States 
and in a large part of Ontario the crop is 
only fde the average, buyers will have 
some confidence in the advance that is 
being steadily made, yet, withal, we do 
not expect any high rates this year, for even 
though the crop be in bad condition yet 
the acre is,very large.

Com Meal.—Demand very active at the 
advance. Receipts last tw o weeks 3572 
bbls. Sales are large.

All reports point to a large crop of com 
this year.

Fish.—Codfish are in demand at quota­
tions. Pollock are steady.

Bay Herring are dull— Shad are in large 
suppiy with prices lower.

Provisions.—Mess pork is in large 
supply with sale light Prices are down 
almost to the cost of importing. Beef and 
Pork for ship’s stores are dull. Lard and 
Hams are firmer with tendency upward.

Salt.—Coarse has advanced to 60 cts. 
per-bag.

Sugar.— Crushed, Granulated and Ex­
tra C. are easy. Scotch White is very 
scarce.—Browns are in active demand. 
Extra and Yellow C are rapidly taking 
the place of Scotch Sugars.

Freights and Charters.—We have to re­
port a continued depression in our freight 
market very few vessels are offering. — 
Several ships now in port are holding off 
rather than accept under 60s. c. d. to Liver­
pool. We have to report the following 
charters for the past week.—Ships New 
City, 1441, deals, 58s. 6d c. d., bitch tim­
ber, 23s to Liverpool; Irwell, 1518, deals, 
58s 9d c. d., birch timber 22s 6d. to Liver­
pool; brigs Maggie, 279, deals, 69s. to Port, 
rush, cargp on wharf; Martha J. Brady, 
287, deals, 64s c. d. to Cork Quay; Ply­
mouth, 200, deals 70s, c. d. Shediac, to a 
port in Ireland.

Obituary.—Mr. Charles Stuart, whose 
death occurred at Napan on the 12th inst, 
aged seventy two years was born in 
8utherlandshire, Scotland in 1806 and 
emigrated to this Country in 1816. He 
held different pariah offices daring his life­
time, as follows :—Suveyor of Lumber, 40 
years, Parish Commisssoner 20 years, Bye- 
road Commissioner, 17 years, School 
Trustee, 20 years, the same under the 
Common School Act, 7 years, and Captain 
of the Militia 20 years.—Com.

tion.—The Advance says: “The Provin­
cial Secretary was here last week, and, 
with the Surveyor General, proceeded to 
enter upon an official investigation of mat­
ters in connection with the Chatham Branch 
Railway. It is reported that very little 
has been done, owing to the fact that cer­
tain individuals would not appear to give 
evidence, and the Commission had not the 
power to compel them to do so. ”—Freeman.

The McCarthy Murder-

J. B. SNOWBALL’S,
100 PIECES OF

GOOD DARK AMERICAN PRINTS,

On August 13th the evidence for the de­
fence was continued. A witness named 
Agnes Buchanan, who was sewing at Os­
borne’s the morning after the supposed 
murder, testified that she had cut a piece 
off the bed cord after the Osbornes left 
the XVaverley House. In the latter part 
of November she saw Annie Parker at 
Cook’s Brook, and asked what she was 
doing there. Annie replied she was only 
stopping there a day or two" and was look­
ing for Millidge Lockhart Annie said she 
did not care for Osborne now as she had 
plenty of money, pulling some out of her 
pocket Annie said she was going to live 
with Mrs. McCarthy. She would keep 
her as a lady if she said the Osbornes kill­
ed McCarthy.

The rest of the day was occupied by 
several witnesses, among whom was the 
Hon. Jndge Botsford who testified to the 
good character of Mrs. Osborne during 
five years she was a servant in his family. 
John Osborne was one year in the service 
of witness before he was married.

On the 14th some evidence was given 
relative to the indifferent character of 
Annie Parker.

XVilliam VVarman testified that when 
employed in the spring rafting on the Sca- 
douc, he found some black human hair on 
a post of the cofferdam of the Bridge. This 
was after the inquest at Shediac.

On 15th, Dr. Scott was recalled and ex­
amined as to the blood found on the 
boards of the bar room and on McCarthy’s 
shirt

Mrs. Judge Botsford testified to the 
good character of Mrs. Osborne. Harry 
Osborne had attended church and Sunday 
school regularly.

On the 16th a variety of other evidence 
was taken, among which was that of John 
Osborne, brother of the prisoner Harry, 
from which nothing material was elicited.

Mr. Palmer then asked to put 
Osborne on the stand, but Dr. Tuck ob* 
jected, and after argument His Honor de­
clined to admit the evidence.

Mr. Palmer then asked for the release 
of Harry Osborne. Dr. Tuck said this 
was a matter for the jury.

His Honor decided that the matter 
should be left to the jtfry, and said if he 
discharged Harry he should discharge all.

On the 17th Mr. Palmer intimated that 
he would consider all depositions read by 
him as regularly in evidence.

Dr. Tuck called Patrick M'Ginlay who 
proved having had charge of the wagon 
boards and the stone.

Mr. Palmer then commenced his address 
to the jury in which he adverted to the 
inconsistencies and want of corroboration 
in Annie Parker’s story, and contrasted 
her character with that of the Osbornes. 
He denied that McCarthy had been 
dered at all. If Mrs. McCarthy could 
make out that her husband was murdered 
she would have hard work to make the 
world believe that she had not something 
to do with it herself. He felt sure she 
had not, but her brother, O’Neill, might 
have struck him on the 4iead and thrown 
him into the river. He did not think he 
did so, but to clear a man for murder it 
was only necessary to show to the jury 
that it might have been done some other 
wa)\ There was no evidence in this 
to show that what he has supposed 
impossible.
