LAST INMIGRANT
SHP OF SEASON

One thousand end eighty-nine immi-
grants, all of whom except thirty-six
are destined to settle in.various parts
of Canada, arrived in St. John on the
C. P. R. steamer Montfort, which
docked at Sand Point yesterday morn-
ing between eight and nine o’clock.
4Phe Montfort made a very quick pass-
age from Antwerp to this port, arriv-
ing off Partridge Island in ten days’
time. She was not looked for before
Wednesday. On the voyage out two
young children died 2nd were buried
at sea.

Of the entire number of immligrants
landed thirty-five have been detained
here by the immigration authorities,
The United States officials have held
twenty-four because they have not the
amount of money that it is necessary
an immigrant must possess before en-
tering the United States. The Can-
adian authorities have detained eleven
on account of disease or physical de-
fects. Two of this number are men
each minus an eye. It is likely they
will be deported.

The Montfort is the last immigrant
steamer of the winter port season. This
week the various officials of the immi-
gration department ‘who have been in
St. John during the winter will depart |
for Quebec to take up their summer’s |
work.

AXE WILL DESCEND THIS WEEK
ON 12 RETAIL LIQUOR DEALERS

Saturday aftermoon the supreme
ccurt delivered judgment ‘n the special
csse which was argued before them
on Wednesday last, the question for
the court to decide'being:

“How many tavern Ilicenses are,
license commissioners authorized by
lew to issue in Prince ward, in the city
of St. John, the population of said
word beirg four thousand seven hun-
dred and sixty?”

The court, Judge White dissenting,
held that the commissioners were
wrong in the course they had hitherto
acdopted. They were bound by two
limitations, one as to the population of
each ward and th» other as to the
total nymber of licenses allowed to
be issued in the city. The population
the commis-
sioners in granting the licenses for
such ward and the answer to the ques-
tions would therefore be eleven.

No Limitations as to Wards

Mr. Justice White, while agreeing
that the total number of licenses could
not -exceed the number allowed by the
act on the basis of population, was of
the opinion that there was no limita-
tion as to wards; but that the whole
of the licenses issued in the city could
be apportioned to one ward If need be,
so long as the total number granted
was within the number allowed on the
basis of population in the whole of the
wards. That is one for each 260 for
the first thousand and one for each 500
afterwards.

Attorney General Hazen's contention
is therefore sustained. Mr. Hazen
stated some time ago that he was

| ready to have a test case tried before

the supreme court. The license com-

‘| missioners agreed that it would per-
| haps be advisable to do so. The result

was that Prince ward was made the

| test case. Recorder Skinner acted for

those who opposed the attorney gen-
eral’s contention.

As a result of the court’s decision the
number of retail licenses granted in
St. John this year will be twelve less
than last year. Seventy-five were
granted ‘last year. There will be only
sixty-three granted this year. There
will be three dropped in Prince ward,
six in Kings and three in Queens.

One holder of a license in Kings

ward, J. C. Doherty, has asked for a
Yicense thls year in Queens ward in-
stead of one in Kings, so that five only
outside of Doherty will have to be
struck off the list in the latter ward.

l Other Wards are Short

There are other wards in the city
which the law allows wore licenses
than they have at present, and i}j is
probable that additional licenses “will
be sought in these wards next year.

The _axe will descend on eleven l-
cense bhousders thus ween, but upon
which ones it is of course idle to con-
jecture.

John B. Jones, liquor license inspec-
tor, when seen last night with refer-
ence to the court’s decision stated that
the commissioners would abide by it.
They would meet in a day or two and
grant sixty-three licenses.

L. P. D. Tilley, counsel for the Tem-

. perance Federation, expressed himselt

as greatly pleased with the decision
when seen last night by a reporter for
The Sun. But, he added, it was just
what he had expected. Justice White’s
dissent will allow of an appeal being
made to the Supreme Court of Canada.
Henry Dolan of the license victuallers,
when seen by a reporter for The Sun
last evening, said that he was unable
to express an opinion as to whether an
appeal would be made or not. * The
license victuallers would first hold a
meeting and discuss the subject.

The present license law may be util-
ised _to very greatly restrict and dim-
inish the liquor trdffic; and lead to |
ultimate prohibition in the city of St.
Johin, “without sesking any further leg-
islation, This statenient was made at
the Every Day Club last evening by
Dr. A. W. MacRae, in the course of an |

analysis of the law as it exists and

has existed for years. If instead of

| asking for other laws the temperance

peuple hdad made the most of the |
license law they might now have prac-
tical prohibition. Dr. MacRae con~
tends that the city council has power,
by by-law to change the hour of
closing the saloons; that the license
commissioners have large powers
which they have hever exercised nor
been asked specifically to exercise con-
cerning the conduct of saloons and the
duties of the inspector; and that by
taking a vote of the electors in ward
after ward the liquor businiess could
be crowded out of most of them and
oventually out of all. He.quoted from
the sections of the license law to comn-
firm his statements.

In the course of his address he re-
ferred to the great change in popular
sentiment in recent years, which he be-
lleved would secure local prohibition in
most of the wards whenever it was
really sought after.
