MASSACHUSETTS.

BOSTON, Nov, 5.—W. Murray Crane of
Dalton, republican, was re-elected governor
of Massachusetis for the third time today
by a plurality of 70,408 over Josiah Quincy,
the democratic candidate. The republicans
also elected their entire state ticket and will
have the usual heavy majority in the legis-
lature of 1902. Returns from every city and
town in the state, with the exception of
Dartmouth, give Crane (R.), 185,000; Quincy
(D.), 115,370, Dartmouth last year gave
Crane (R.), £77, Paine (D.), 27, so that ap-
preximating the vote of this town Crane’s
plurality is 70,408.

The tctal vote of the state ran over  300,-
000, the largest vote ever cast in the state
in an off year. The legislature of 1902 will
stand 199 republieans, 79 democrats, and 2
social democrats  on a joint - vote of both
houseés. The democrats made 'a gain i
house but suffered s loss in the senate.

Much interest in the returns centred in
tha city, which went for Quincy by almost
exactly 7,700, a little more than the repub-
lican estimate, and a little less than LQ‘e
democrats. The democrats also. elected all
their candidates for offices in Suffolk county
by much larger margins than that given Mr.
Quincy.

There were a number of spirited contests
for the legislature, the principal one being
on Cape Cod, where Wm. A. Nye, who ran
ag an independent, was clected over Walter
?. Luscombe, by nearly a thousand major-
ty. ¥

There was also a #@rm contest for county
commissioner in Norfolk county, which re-
sulted in the election of Marshall P. Wright
of Quincy, the democratic candidate, over
Watts M. Bowker, republican.
