Cod. Five others, including Captain 
Bly, who followed their unfortunate 
companions over the side, had a severe 
six-hour tusole against a freezing sea 
and gale in a small dory, but managed 
to reach Provincetown harbor. Yet 
the death and the suffering would have 
been avoided had they all stayed by 
their vessel, which made a miraculous 
escape from one of Cape Cod’s most 
deadly traçs, within a few minutes and 
four hours later was safely anchored 
in Provincetown harbor. '

The lost seamen were Thomas Ken­
nedy, East Boston ; John Woodworth, 
Everett; John Drew, Boston ; Joseph 
Kehoe, Gloucester.

Kennedy’s body was recovered about 
midnight last night by the lifesavers 
but none ofjthe others was seen today, 
although a patrol was kept up along 
the beach. Kennedy leaves a widow 
and two children.

The Fish Hawk left Boston on Wed­
nesday with a crew of twenty men. 
She was fishing off Cape Cod yester­
day when the weather became threat­
ening and the wind worked around In­
to the northeast. Captain Bly decided 
to run into Provincetown, but before 
he reached the end of the cape the wind 
had increased to a stiff gale accompan­
ied by thick snow and the vessel 
brought up on what proved to be the 
outside of Peaked Hill Bars. The Fish 
Hawk struck about half-past 
o’clock and Captain Bly, believing 
there was but little hope of saving his 
vessel, burned his signal torch to noti­
fy the life savers and then ordered his 
crew into the boats. Four of the sea­
men, hastily throwing their belongings 
into their dunnage bags, jumped into 
a dory which they launched and which 
was almost immediately capsized in 
the surf. Four others and Captain 
Bly himself left the vessel a few min­
utes later and saw their unfortunate 
companions struggling helplessly in the 
surf and endeavored to reach them, 
but failed. Before the rest of the 
could follow their skipper, the wind 
and sea had driven the Fish Hawk Otr4 
er the bar and into somewhat smooth­
er water.

The indictment reveals in this con­
nection a scandal in high life, a room 
adjoining the one In the Hotel Du 
Nord, occupied by Pokatiloff, having 
been occupied by a naval cadet and a 
lady of noble birth, who, however, es­
caped death by being at supper at the 
time.

The execution of VonPlehve’s death 
sentence, the indictment says, wTas 
then undertaken by Sassoneff and Sik- 
orofsky.

The indictment then describes in de­
tail the murder of VonPlehve and his 
coachman, Fllipoff. Slkorofsky having 
ascertained that Von Plehve was dead 
proceeded to Ostroff, where he took a 
boat, telling the boatman to row out 
near the Baltic works, where the bat­
tleship Slava was anchored. He threw 
his bomb into the river, and the boat­
man thought he was attempting to 
blow up the Slava, x Although the 
boatman was paid ten roubles, he put 
in shore and insisted 
over Sikorofsky to the police, 
incident gave rise to the report that 
an attempt had been made to destroy 
the Slava, which the Associated Press 
denied at the time. The whole narra­
tive, in fact, confirms the Associated 
Press statement regarding the affair.

BOSTON MARKETS.

Situation of Last Week Continues, 

But Stronger.

BOSTON, Dec. 8.—The lumber situ­
ation of last week continues with In­
creased emphasis. Spruce frames are 
very stiffly held, and it is hard to get 
supplies. For prompt delivery in a 
good many instances one dollar prem­
ium Is asked and paid over regular 
association rates. The market for 
hemlock is firmly held at previous quo­
tations, with a steady business doing.

Laths are in good demand and firm­
ly held. Shingles and clapboards are 
sustained, but the market is quiet.
