The contemplated visit of the czar to
France, bas given a Russian turn to
French fashions, hence the favor shown by
the courturiers {or Russian lace and em-
broderies which appear on many of the
new fall gowns.

As to washing etockings—

Don’t use eods ; heve the water moder
ately warm for both washing and rinsing.

Wash lisle thread stockings im tepid
water ; use a little soap en the feet only.
Rinse in bard water. Dry quickly in tho
breese and press with a warm iron.

Silk stockinge should be weshed in tupid
water with mild scap. Rince them in
several waters. Sbake them well, and roll
them in a cloth to cry, siter pulling them
into shape.

We know this now coounted old
fashioned doctrine, but it is scriptu -
ral teaching; and at the risk of being
regarded a fogy, we plead for more of
this ministerial loyalty in the pew and
in the home. Ministers have a right to it,
though they put in no such claim in these
days. A church will prosper better that
lives up to this New Testament conception
of God's servant. There will be strovger
and more helptul bonds established be
tween pastor and people, while God will
be pleastd, and His cause increasingly
ben: fitted.
