Queenstown, May 9.—Twenty-three 
miles from this port as the crow files 
an Irregular smear of flotsam on a 
calm sea marks the grave of the Cun- 
arder Luaitaqia, first trans-Atlantic 
liner sunk by a German submarine. 
One hundred and forty-nine of twelve 
hundred souls who perished with her 
l|e to improvised morgues in an old 
building bordering Queenstown har­
bor. They either were picked up dead 
or succumbed after landing.

The 645 survivors here are quarter­
ed to hotels, residences and hospitals, 
some too badly hurt to be moved. The 
Injuries of some are so serious that 
additional deaths are expected and 
nearly all are too dazed to understand 
fully what has happened.

The survivors do not agree as to 
whether the submarine fired one or 
two torpedoes. A few say they saw 
the periscope, though many attest to 
tracing the wake of foam as a projec­
tile came towards the vessel. The 
only points to which all concur is that 
the torpedo struck the vessel a vital 
blow amidships, causing her to list 
almost immediately to the starboard. 
In this manner she plowed forward 
some distance smashing the lifeboats’

All day yesterday to hotel corridors, 
halls and reception rooms survivors 
sat listlessly still, too dazed to discuss 
what had occurred. They were dress­
ed to a variety of garments. Some 
were crying softly; some were trying 
to force down beef tea or other 
nourishment In front of the small 
Cunard line office on the waterfront 
a crowd surged, clamoring for news 
of father, mother, brother or sister.

Further down the street a crowd 
crammed the small government tele­
graph office, where three clerks and 
three operators strove desperately to 
keep abreast of the ever-growing 
stream of messages.

In four morgues lay the dead, wo­
men to some cases side by side with 
children. The body of Charles Froh- 
man, the New York theatrical manager 
the clothing watersoaked, but his 
features placid, lay face upward In 
a bare room in an old building on the 
hillside a hundred yards from the 
water s edge. Around him were rang­
ed fifty bodies of tooth sexes, over 
which attendants were bending, sort­
ing and ticketing their belongings.

Those men best fitted to chronicle 
the last moments of the Lusitania, 
Elbert Hubbard, Justice Mills Forman 
Charles Frohman, Alfred G. Vander­
bilt and others apparently all went to 
their graves with her. Her speed at 
the time she was struck! is variously 
estimated from 8 to 26 knots. When 
forced the liner could do twenty-five 
knots, outstripping even the fastest 
and latest submarines, hence it to the 
belief of survivors and Cunard line 
officials that a battery of underwater 
craft numbering perhaps four or five 
lay in waiting in the clear sunshine 
of Friday, posted advantageously along 
the route It was surmised the vessel 
would take. It was easy to keep til 
but the tips of the periscopes sutF 
merged and then for the craft nearest 
her to let go torpedoes.

The first train to arrive here y 
terday morning carried attaches of 
the main Cunard line officers at Liver­
pool, Including Captain William Dodd, 
the marine superintendent, and Dr.

which came by wireless, admitting -that 
a German submarine had sunk the Lu­
sitania, and pointing out that the big 
liner Wae naturally armed with guns, 
was widely commented upon by of­
ficials. On ithe highest authority it 
was stated that as early as last Sep­
tember when Count Von Bernetorff, 
the German ambassador, called atten­
tion to the arrival in American ports 
of British liners, among them the Adri­
atic, with guns aboard, the question 
was taken up by the State Department. 
It wae ruled by the department that a 
marchant vessel could not be classed 
as a warship if she carried guns not 
larger than six inch calibre for defen­
sive purposes, but nevertheless infor­
mal negotiations were begun immedi­
ately with Great Britain and an under­
standing was reached whereby no 
British vessels clearing from Ameri­
can ports would be armed. It is the 
duty of the port authorities in New 
York, each time a ship asks for clear­
ance to see that no guns are mounted 
or unmounted, or carried on belliger­
ent vessels. Dudley Field Malone, col­
lector of the g>ort of New York, how­
ever, has been asked by the Washing­
ton government as to whether the Lm- 
sltianla carried any armament, and has 
reported that she carried out the teams 
of the understanding as originally en­
tered into with the British government 
and had no guns aboard.

During the day the German ambas­
sador Count Von Bemstorff, received 
an anonymous letter warning him that 
the embassy would be blown up at 1.32 
a. m. tomorrow. Ho turned it over to 
the police but paid no serious atten­
tion to what he regarded as the work 
of a crank.

All eyes continue to be focused on 
the White House where the final de­
cision on the policy to be pursued by 
the United States is to be made. Only 
the President’s most Intimate advis­

ers know of the complexities of the 
problem before him. It not only con­
cerns the attack on the Lusitania with 
nearly 200 Americans on board, but a 
series of incidents indicating a period 
of strained relatione with Germany 
for many weeks.
Part of Plot To Draw United States 

Into War

Washington, May 9.—What action 
the United States government will 
take as a result of the sinking of the 
British liner Lusitania with a loes of 
more than a hundred American lives 
ia tonight an undetermined question.

President Wilson during the last 24 
hours has been studying every aspect 
of the case, from its legal and humani­
tarian aspects. That he feels deeply 
distressed over the incident and rea­
lizes the people of the United States 
expect him to express in some pro­
nounced fashion their indignation over 
it, was indicated by the statement is­
sued from the White House last night. 
This statement, handed out by Pri­
vate Secretary Tumulty read as fol­
lows:

"Of course the President feels the 
distress and the gravity of the situa­
tion to the utmost and Is considering 
very earnestly but very calmly the 
right course to pursue. He knows that 
the people of the country wish and ex­
pect him to act with deliberation as 
well as with firmness."

Nothing was added today to the few 
sentences of this utterance.

Until all the official reports are re­
ceived from Ambassadors Gerard and 
Page, at Berlin and London, respec­
tively, It is not expected that any ac­
tion will be taken.

The President plan» to go to Phila­
delphia late tomorrow to deliver there 
In the evening a speech which observ­
ers generally believe will give expres­
sion to his own. feeling on the situa­
tion produced by the sinking of the 
Lusitania. He Is to address a meet­
ing of four thousand naturalized Am­
ericans arranged for several weeks ago 
by the Bureau of Naturalization of 
th^ Department of Commerce, to 
launch a systematic campaign for edu­
cation.

How far the Lusitania struggled for­
ward after being struck and how long 
it was before she disappeared beneath 
the waves likewise are points upon 
which few'passengers agree, estimates 
of the time she remained afloat 
|ng from 8 to 20 minutes. At any 
rate the list to starboard so elevated 
the lifeboats on the port side as soon 
to render them useless, and it Is said 
only two on that side were launched.

The first of these according to the 
custom of the sea was filled with wo­
men and children. It struck the water 
iwevenly, capsizing and throwing Its 
sixty occupants Into the sea. The 
Lusitania even then was making con­
siderable headway and these women 
and little children were swept to death 
in spite of the attempt of two stokers 
to rescue them. These stokers, ac­

The sinking of the American stea­

mer Frye, the attack on the Falaba 
which caused the drowning of an Am­
erican citizen, Leon S. Thresher, the 
wrecking without warning of the Am­
erican tank ship Gulflight; the drop­
ping of bombs on the American stea­
mer Cushing, and finally the torpedo 
ing of the giant liner Lusitania, coo 
stitute a series of incidents which the 
President is trying to interpret. He 
wants to be certain whether they 
range themselves in ordei; to cause a 
grave climax of a carefully planned 
policy of hostility to the United States 
or whether the sequence is casual and 
the German government desires to 
continue friendly relations with the 
Washington government.

If the German government, as not » 
few diplomatists and officials fear, is 
anxious to draw the United States In­
to the European conflict to the hope 
the defense at home will reduce the 
supply of arms to the Allies, some of­
ficials believe the situation must be 
considered to the light of other possi­
bilities and Incidents tot the future 
which might be calculated to aggra­
vate public feeling In the United 
States.

In every quarter the opinion pre­
vails that the President was confront* 
ed with not only the most serious = 
problem of his own career, but one of \ 
the most trying and awkward situ- j 
allons to the history of the United i 
States. In patient expectancy official j 
Washington awaits the President’s de- | 
clslon.
