What it is Cracked Up to
-Be Co!!ege Students
Find

Some of the Young Adventure Seek-
ers Have Been Reduced to Mendi-
cancy Abroad,

Fifty years ago if the wanderlust got
[into ari American youth’s blood he tied
| his bdonxmga in @ handkerchief, slid down

and ran away to the nearest port. There
'He shipped before the mast for two, three
‘or .four ‘years aund then, i be "wasn’t

bals, kniedmamutmy or killed by pir-
ates or had scurvy, he either entéred the
service for good or else returned home
‘with the fravel virus out of his system or
at least safely isolated.
Today the thing is easier—at least, some

& berth.on a cattle ship bound to Europe,

days; geéts a return ticket in payment for
hig labors, and then, if his money belt
 hasn’t been appropristed by some of his
undesirable associates, he tramps ‘about
in' foreign parts unti} hu money -is. spent.

This year the exodus of young Ameri:
¢an college men to Europe by way of cat-
tle ships has been unusually large and
while some of them have gone and return-
ed retaining thejr self-respect, others have
been reduced to the point of begging from
their fellow-countrymen, bribing and tak-
ing tips in exchange for the “culture” re-
ceived from a trip across the water. Oc-
casionally the man who makes the trip
in the cattle ship—in order to make his
own work easier, and incidentally’ that of
his - associates harder—bribes the foreman
to let- him off with Light work,

A dollar bill "here and .there will not
only bring about this end, but will also
get euch a man better iu'e, which is taken
surreptitipusly from the eaptsin’s table.
One American student, who found himself
in Paris “with only - few dollars, was
forced to. borrow enough to- enable him
to return without being able to do wht
he had intended to see before returning.
A dozen college men  recen returned
bere on ‘the Adriatic as stewards; having
been forced into taking positions of this
kind because the strike held up the ships
on which they were booked :to retum

The
game progressed with varying fortunes to
all concerned until finally the American
began to win. He had cashed in for a lit-
tle over a $100 and the game was to be re-
opened for higher stakes, when he drew
out his ‘watch, With an exclamation he
said “1 know you'll excuse me a minute
while I telephone to my friends. If we are
