ganidations in Nova Scotia have pro-
grossed wonderfully the past two
yeurs,'' said Mr. Rees, and the Labor
movement as a whole the Atlantic
provinee is making great strides in the
way of perfecting its organization.

Referring to the National Industrial
Conferemce, Mr. Rees voiced his regret
at not being able to attend. Despite the
urgent requests of President Moore that
Mr. Rees should be in sttendanee, the
latter feels that he camnot spare the
time from his work im Distriet 18.
Asked as to the value of the conference,
Mr. Rees said that Labor would have &
good opportunity of placing its views
before a genernl gathering of employ
ers. He believed that feature was suf
ficient to justify the gathering from
Labor’s viewpoint.

Mr' Rees regrets the fact that there
should have been any misunderstanding
regarding the selection of the Labor
delegates. He fears that the workers in
the important steel and coal industries
of Nova Seotin may refuse to recognize
the conference of the eclaim
that the delegates have been ‘‘hand
picked.”” Mr. Rees feels that while the
Labor representatives might have been
of the geveral

the opportunity afforded by the eonfer
ence of placing Labor’s before
the government and employers’ repre
semtatives

He pointed oyt that while many of
the Labor delegates may not be gemer
ally known as having heretofore been
active in the movement, a fair percent
age of the representatives of Organized
Lahor are men whe have bad wide ex-
the Canadian trade
movement, and are well qualified to
Labor s views.
