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- Repori of a Committee.

67. The Comniittee to whieh i Private Bill may
have been referred shall report the same to the Sonate,
in every case, and when any material alteration has been
made in the preamble of the Bill, sui alteration, and
the reasons for the same, are to be statd in the Report.

Preamble not Proved.

68. When the Committee on any Private Bill
reports to the Senate that the Preamble of such Bill has
not been proved to their satisfaction, they Must also
state the grounds on which they have arrived at such

a decision ; and no Bill so reported on shall be placd
on the Orders of the Day, unless by spceial order of the.
Senate.

69. The Chairman of the Committee shalr s
with his name ut length, a printed copy of the Bih, on..
which the Amendments are fairly written, and shalli
also sign with the initials of his name, the severall
amendments made and clauses added in Committee, andl
another copy of the Bill, with the Anendments written
thereon, shall be prepared by the Clerk of the Com
mittee, and filed, or attached to the Report.
