What now of Mr, Drewts own record? During his regime in

year 1947-48, During Mr. Drewts administration a so-called $40 
pension was introduced. I note that he made much of this last week 
in his visit hero. But this raise was of most value for publicity 
purposes - very few pensioners ever saw $40,

8. FORWARD WITH LIBERALISM:
Liberal measures like Old Ago Pensions and Family Allowances 

and the National Health Program show the way in which the Liberal 
Party has been going in Canada, But it is not in the nature of this 
Party to stand still.
