Be sure that you be faithful
in your resistance to the heginnings of evil. Do you ask
yourselves If you would be brave in the hours of confessor-
ship and martyrdom ? Answer: Yes, if the life JOu now
live be consearated fully by the faith of the Son of God.
Faithfulness is rewarded by increased responsibility. Found
faithful in a few things, the man is made ** ruler over many
things.” The successtul trader with the pounds becomes
the trusted governor of cities. And this is God's law of
recompense, to reward work well done by more and greater
work. Listen ! the Saviour speaks, and weather-beaten
faces are upturned to listen. It is by the water-side, and
there are nets and hooks and spears and reels all round.
“1 have watched you in your calling, The hope of
Messiah has made your faces shine, hut it has not spoile
you for hunest tail.  Ye have \\'roug\it faithfully. Ye shall
have promation. Follow Me, and I will make you fishers of
men!" And when the evangelist had been faithful in this

WakrriNG KENNEDY, Esq.,

In 1867 he was elected Secretary of
the Conference which met in Anrora, and
in 1872 was placed by the votes of hisbreth-
ren in the Presidental Chair, Upon the
lamented death of his successor, Rev. S, B,
Gundy, it became Mr. William's duty to act
as President of Conference during the rest
of the Connexional year. Mr. Williaihs
was, with Robert Wilkes, M.P., appointed
by the Conference of 1873, and re-appointed
in 1874, a deputation to attend the Confer-
ence of the Methodist New Connexion in
England, to lay before that body the action
of the Canadian Conference on the subject
of Methodist Union, and secure its acquies-
ence in the contemplated arrangement,
Their mission was succdssful. Mr. Williams
has now been twenty years in the ministry,
and is an ardent friend of Methodist Union,
