The Board of Directors beg leave to sub-
mii for your consideration the 27th annual
report of the Compauy, and have resson Lo
congraiulate the members on the coutinued
substantial progress of the Company during
the pusi year, notwithstanaing certaio oir-
cumstances hereinatter alluded to tender to
reduce Lhe aggregate of the business, but the
acuon taken by vhe Board it is more than
certala will eventually have the effect of
Placing the Company in & sironger position
than ever,

In the year 1886 13,958 policies were iesued,
and of Lthese 6,489 were on the cash system,
#ud 7,494 on the premium note system, being
an focrease of 1,131 policies over the 1ssue of
the yeur 1:£3, of waich last year was the re-
newal. This contiuued increase in the busi-
ness of the “*London Matual,” 1uo the face of
the chronic aud determined opposition on
the part of many of the ouiside stock com-
Ppanies is the most praciical evidence that
oan be adduced Lo show that our Company
hold the furt they nave occupied now for
over 28 years past; the same steady improve-
ment in the ciass of business done isthe
facy that the average of each poliey is now
l{.‘% 80, and the toial amount at risk $42,

Losses.—The sum of §83.88,68 has been
paud for losses, Of this $77,821.18 were for
ciaimes that happened during the year, and
$6.047.60 for clalms thut have occurred pre-
vivusly, bat which had either not been re-
ported or m{uud &l the ead of the year,
and also including & claim which had been
in livigation, and the justice of your soard
in resisting it was eviaenced by the fact Lthat
& jury gave a verdict for a litile more than
one-half the sum claimed, and the costs
were borne by each party. Although the
losses somewhat exceeded the average, the
©eXoess has not in tne sligntest affscted the
cust of insurance, Jor we only assessed at
the same rate for the previous three years.
This, of 1tself, shows the advaniage of in-
suring with a company that can more than
maintain 1t own and not be affected by an
exira draft on it resources, besides which it
shows the wisdem of the Directors in
steadily adhering to their tarif of rates
adopted upon long practical experience, and
which are as moderate as cau be afforded
with safety.

FINANCIAL STATEMENT —A full account
of the financisl stanaing of ths Company is
showan 1n the siatements annexed. Owing
to the sum of $17,312,43 having been written
off the premium note account and $6 500.46
returned as unearned premium on the clos-
ing of the Maritime agencies, the total
Assets have been slightly reduced from
$4,008 72 w0 3,050.20, but yet the net re-
berve over all ilabilities, according to the
Dominjon Government standard, has in-
creased from $1 1,816.9¢ to §115,955,82.

INVESTMENTS —The invested 'unds of the
Company are shown in the statement an-
nexed. A further sam of $7 483 12 was in-
vested in municipal debentures, and this
amount was added to our deposit with the
Government for the security of the mem-
bers. 1n this connection it may be men-
tioned that the amount of the assessment
made against us by the eity of London was
paid under protest, and the question as to
our liabilities is before the Ovurt of Appeal
&t present,

OFFICIAL INSPECTION. —~The books and
affuirs of the Company were inspected dur-
ing the year by William Fitzgerald, Esq

A., the Bupt. of Insurance 'g) expressed
himself ashighly pieased at the satisfactory
manner in which the accounts were kept
and the business conducted.

MARITIME AGENCIES —AS was shown in
the reipon for last year the business in the
Maritime Provinces !n of an uncomprom-
ising character, and the horizon n st bscom-
ing clearer but very much the reverse, the
Bourd determined to take the bull by the
horne, and after cancelling all the policies,
returuing all unearned premiums and pre-
mium notes, despatched our accountant
Mr, J. B. Vining, 10 visit the Provinces and
close the agencies, which has been done,
and now we do not carry any risk outside
the Province of Ontario. The failure of our
experiment in the Maritime Provinces may
be attributed to a lack of knowledge of the
true fire waste, which is much greater in
proportion to population than in Ontario,
and we erred ‘n fixing our rates at much too
low a figure} the distance of the field of
operations from the home office entailed a
Leavy expense in looking after the buainess,
and added to which, after opening and
establishing the agencies, a wave of com-
mercial depression swept over the country,
and experience har demonstrated that in
such times insurance oomr;nlel must pay
the piper, The reasons, if not obvious, are
suggestive. Closing these agencies made a
diminution of our assests, as befors shown,
but left us with 80 much less at risk, o that
with our increasing business at home the
deficiency wiil socn be more than overc yme.

PURELY FARM AND RESIDENCE,—At the
prgent request of many of our mombers the
Directors in the year 1884 agreed to accept
firat class risks for a year at a time on
bulldings of & superior class, and we took a
limited number of risks, This business was
highly remunerative to the Company, but
was distasteful to many of our agenis and
meml)or.la and our o) ponlatl through their

A better and more economical method of
investigating the causes and origin of sus-
picious fires and & plan for the reg'stration
of all losses, showing the correct ‘‘fire
waste,” were also suggested, and it is hoped
that the Legislature will consider it their
duty to give attention to these suggestions—
a duty which the public have a right to
expect. J. Howard Hunter, Esq, the In-
spector of Insurance for the Province, has
kindly promised his advice and assistance
in our endeavors towards better legislation,
