was & young mao remarkable, even before his
onpversion’ for his tocial virtuee. ln his boy-
bood be bad gained the esteem of all who koew
him, sod is often cited as an exemplar. When
s Banday scholar, be was, a‘'tentive, prompt
sod obediont, reciting well learned lessons, and
winning, by his ocderly deportment in the
sctool the regard of teachers and superiotend-
ent. Inthe Houss of God he was reverential
ond devout, and as a son he was dutiful and
offcctionate. Yet bis conduct was far from sa-
tisfying bimself. He, early in life feit the need
of regenerat ng grace, to bresk the dominion of
siu which struggled for supremacy in bis heart,
snd aleo that all those excellencies which his
friends admired in him oould not secure for him
the favour of God. He felt that he was a sin-
ner. Guilty before God though esteemed
smongst men.

Carty he reslized by experience Christ's power
to save, and found pesce with God. From
tbat time until the day of bis death be contiou-
ed to walk ¢ in the fear of God and in tbe com-
fort of tbe Holy Ghost.’

His preaching to many wes rendered attrac-
tive, not by fl ghts of imsegination, fa-cinating
s yle or sonorous voice, but by clesr sound
argument, seriptural ideas, and wise discrimi-
nation of characier. Olten historical and cri-
ticsl, yet in all bis sermons, there was enough
of evangelical truth to show the sinner how to
be saved.

The writer’s intimate scquaintance for many
years with Mr. Wilson enables him to eprak
with confldence reep: cting bis religious expe-
rience,

a holiday * turu-out.” The other portions of
Nova 8cotis were entirely unknown to me, unti
my recest visit, except through report. Having
occasion to visit Canning for the purpcse of wit-
nessing a very important and plcasaat ceremony
in counection with a yourg professional friend,
[ found my way thither by steamer Empress to
Anpapolis, aud thence by rail to K-ntville, s
few miles from my place of destinstion. The
Valley of tbe Anospolis is indeed very fine,
evidently well adap'ei to the craft of the bus-
bandmsn, productive of sbundant fruit, snd rich
in exientive marshes and tillege land. Of
course the mirshes looked iofantile in compari-
svn with tbe msmmoth Tantramsr. Sesxby's
storm has done great damsge all over the coun-
ty. Djykee, hitberto prcof agrirst the highest
tides, were buried several feel beneath the great
tidal wave ; cattle, borses and sheep surprised
on the marshes wsre drowned or scattered, and
bey and fencing floated awsy and lost.

C:naiog, Kentville, Woilville, &:., constitute
tbe garden of Nova 82otis. From some poiots
of eminerce in Cannirg beautiful landscapes are
preceated to view. Toe couatry sround has
been rendered classic by Loagtellow’s lays, The
Busin of Minss, with its * piaer ard its hamlets,”
s fertile snd fiuitful surrouncings, looked besu-
ufuliy, batted in a flood of sutuwnal sunligat ;
