With the Russian armies on the
Central Russian Front, Tuesday, Aug
15, via Petrograd to London, Aug. 18
—The continued suecess of General
Brussiloff’s two powerful movements
which gradually are enveloping Ko-
vel and Lemberg, have begun
to have a marked effect on the
gituation in the central portion of
the front which, except for small
Russian gains in the lake region
south of Dvinsk, has remained virtu-
ally unaltered since the Russians fell
back last August to the line from
Dvinsk to the Pinsk marshes. The
Austrian line now has receded soO
far before the repeated thrusts of
the south-western Russian forces in
Southern Poland and Galicia that
the Germans are in danger of a
flanking movement from the south
and the automatic retirement of the
forces opposed to the Russian centre.

Despite the desultory bursts of ac-
tivity at various points Russian offi-
cers say there are many indications
that the Germans are prepared to
abandon their present line on this
part of the front at any moment.

The correspondent of the Asso-
ciated Press made a week’s tour
along the front commanded by Gen.
Alexei Evert from Lake Narocz to
the region of Baranovichi, and found
the Russian soldiers most anxious for
an opportunity to advance as soon
as the command is given. The arm-
ies commanded by General Evert are
the same which, crippled by a short-

age of ammunition and supplies, were
forced to surrender a large part of
Poland a year ago. Commanders who
brought’ back only broken remnants
of their divisions to the present po-
sitions now are in charge of splen-
didly-equipped units. The men share
with their officers the determination
to recapture the ground lost in Po-
land.

A corps commander who showed
the correspondent of the Associated
Press a huge supply of ammunition
and material at the disposal of one
part of the force engaged in this sec-
tion of the front, said: “We have
enough ammunition stowed away to
take us to Berlin.””

The soldiers seem to be plentifully
supplied with wholesome food, and
are living under the best sanitary
conditions. They are surrounded by
comforts and conveniences compar-
able to those of a model American
summer camp. The spirit and fighting
strength of the Russian soldiers ap-
pears to be very high, and the troops
confidently expect to occupy their or-
iginal quarters in Western Poland.

Compared with conditions prevail-
ing a year ago, the percentage of
disease on this section of the front
is declared to be appreciably. lower.

EXPLANATION COMES
BUT IS BELATED

Germans Hurry to Explain
Removal of Civilians from
District of Lille.

Berlin, Aug. 18, by wireless to
Sayville—A German officer who, un-
til recently, was an aide de camp in
the Lille district of northern France,
has given the Overseas News Agency
service an account of his experiences
during the removal of the civilian
population from Lille, as it has been
alluded to by the press in hostile
countries.

“The main reason for sending a
part of the civilian population from
Lille,” the officer is quoted by the
news agency as sayiqg, ““was that the
town was being furiously shelled by
the British, who do not show the re-
gard for French cities that the
French artillerymen do. In addition
to this there had been much difficulty
in the distribution of food in the
congested districts of the city. There-
fore civilians from the densely popu-
lated workingmen’s quarters were
sent away. By no means all civilians
were sent; only those from the quar-
ters mentioned.

Not Forced to Leave

“The civilians were not forced to
leave, but were notified by proclama-
tions of free labor awaiting them.
The proclamations stated the wages
that would be paid, and gave the as-
surance that food would be provided.

“Members of families were in no
cases separated. All departed on mili-
tary wagons for their destinations,
where they were allotted to commun-
ities after an agreement had been
reached between the military com-
manders and the French mayors. In
every town and village the mayors
were either those Frenchmen there
upon the arrival of the Germans, or
if these had left, the mayors were
other Frenchmen.

Fed and Lodged

“The journeying civilians were fed
by a Spanish-American committee
and eventually by the military au-
thorities. They found lodgings pre-
pared for them upon their arrival.
They are doing agricultural work,
together with French farmers and
German soldiers. Nobody has com-
plained regarding the work or of in-
sufficient food, but on all sides it is
agreed that the open air life has had
the best of effect upon the factory
hands coming from the crowded city
where they were without sufficient
sunlight or air. 1, personally, have
travelled in the district and know of
only one case of a complaint, this
being a workingman who wished to
return to the city because he could
earn higher wages in the factory
bthere.”
