But it was realized
that it would be necessary to con-
struct a great breakwater in order to
complete the natural protection for
ships afforded by the lofty hills
skirting the bay. At that time, how-
ever, the difficulties connected with
the work proved to be insuperable;
and so Fishguard was left to languish
in obscurity.

At last the Great Western Railway
Co. determined to utilize the port for
the benefit of holiday-makers desiring
a quicker route to the south of Ire-
land.
