In looking
throngh the buildiug one sees at every
glance thut no expenge has been spared to
fit up the hotel in the very beststyle. The
luwn, tennis and croguet gronnds will be
ready for tourists in a few weecks.

Some Notes Dll ﬂ River Fishing
r

w Abroad

Under the ln-ldmg “hcu about Green
River Fishing,” the American Angler, in
its latest iseue, unnounces that Mr. Edward
Juck has deeply intercsted bimself in de-
veloping the fishing resources of New Bruns-
wick, and will personally exert himself to
meke the way easy for all Ameriean
anglers who may wish to take & tep to
these ““fiesh fields'’ during the present sea-
son. It also announces that maps and de-
scriptions of many of the admirable waters
in New Brunswick are on file ut that office
for the beufit of their readers.  The follow-
ing notes on Green River fishing, in the
Angler, as “taken down from the lips of ac-
curute relators,’” may be of interest to our
renders :

Mr. A. DBurpee says:—‘Last summer
about the middle of July we went from Ed-
wundston to Kmmerson's mill on Green
river. We left the former place about half
pust twelve. We bad one canoe with our
provisions hauled to Green river at the mill
for $3.50. We got there about 5 o'clock p.
m. The road was first rate with the excep-
tion of three or four wiles, which were only
fit for an express wagon 10 pass over.

We ascended Green river to the Big Forks
(tle left band branch with the lakes on it.)
Atihe Little Forks we caught a lot of yery
large fisl We were away four days from
Fdmundston, includiog our going aud com-
ing. We caught from fifty to seveuty-five
dozen, some very large. There were three
of the party and the water was at an ordin-
ary beight.

Between Little and Big Forks we found
ons place where there was u Qgreat eddy.
There and at Little Forks we caught eur
biggest fish. There s no dead water, We
were never up the river befure. Itis very
pretty. We struck Green river two miles
below Emmerson's mills. We carried around
it,

T. M. Richards, an cxperienced fishermun
of Edmundston, says “‘between Little Forks
aud the left band branch (the brgnch with
twolakes in it) there is Grat cluss fishing.
Guod trout of large size are to be caught at
the Little Forks. 1 have cauglit them there
two and a balf pounds in weight. About
three or four miles ubove Little Forksis
Vasseurs Perdu. It lle:‘n to the left,
ascending. It bas & lurge eddy with nineto
ten feet of water. Ilere one will secure &
large trout. From Little te Big Forks my
trout averaged one pound each. Green
river trout are the best | know of. They are,
very gamy, their flvsh is of very fine flavor’
and hard even in the hot weather, and they
will also keep well. They are much better
than the trout caughtin the Maduwasks.'
