THE BEST MOSQUITO ld’.MEDY.

Mr. C. H. Russel, Bridgep Conn., 
has recently communicated to the fol­
lowing interesting fact ; A very high tide 
recently broke away the dike and flood- 
el the silt meadows of Stratford, Conn. 
The receding tide left two lakes nearly 
side by side of the same size. In one 
lake the tide left a dozen or more small 
fishes, while the ether one was fishless

A teeent examination showed ^thot 
while the llshless lake contained tens of 
thousands of mosquito larvae, that con­
taining the fishes had in it no larvae.

An English gentleman living on the 
Rivieta, according to a cot respondent of 
Nature, having been troubled by mos­
quitoes, discovered that they bred in the 
large tanks kept for lift purpose of stor­
ing fresh water, which is rather a lure 
commodity at this Mediterranean lé­
sait. He put a pair of carp in each tank 
and succeeded in this way in extirpating* 
the insect pest.

The utilization of li«ji in this way is i.n 
old suggestion, and a Ary practical one 
under some circumstances. Many peo­
ple suffer from the mosquito plague 
when the insect breeds in a circumscrib­
ed aud easily accessible place, and whole 
it could he destroyed by some such 
method as that used by the level-headed
