Chapels In R Salt Mine.

There is but little singularity 
in the fact that a chapel is under 
the ground. Numberless, indeed, 
are the instances of such, be­
ginning from the very earliest—■ 
those of the first Christians in 
the Catacombs. But when the 
chapels are from twenty to 
twfctty-five minutes’ walk from 
the light of the sun, down into 
the earth, and arc the deepest 
located in all the world; and yet, 
notwithstanding, have many and

space onoe occupied by the gar­
den of the cruel Nero. It owes 
its origin to the Bishop of Rome, 
who, in the early part of the 
sixth century, erected a humble 
residence on its site. About the 
year 1160 Pope Eugeni us re­
built it on a magnificent scale. 
Innocent II, a few years after­
ward, gave it up as a lodging to 
Peter II, king of Aragon. In 
1305, Clement V, at the insti­
gation of the king of France, re­
moved the Papal See from Rom 
to Avignon, when the Vatican 
remained in condition of obscur­
ity and neglect fat more "than 
seventy years. But soon after 
the return of the Pontifical court 
to Rome, an event which had 
been so earnestly priyed for by 
poor Petrach, and which finally 
took place in 1376, the Vatican 
was put in a state of repair, and 
again enlarged, and it was thence 
forward considered as the re 
gular palace and residence of the 
Popes, who, one after another, 
added fresh buildings to it, and 
gradually circled it with antiqui 
ties, statues, pictures and books 
until it became the richest de 
pository in the world. The

Apart from being fam­
ous, too, they are situated in one 
of the mast wonderful mines 
existing anywhere. In the war- 
town Province of Galicia, twenty- 
three milea . south-east of Cra­
cow, which has been the center 
of tierce hostilities in the present 
devastating war, lies the town 
of Wielicka. Here are the larg­
est and most interesting salt 
mines, or mine, in all the globe. 
Mines is perhaps the proper 
word; for the property, which is 
owned by the Austrian Govern­
ment, comprises eight main pits, 
some of which; incredible as it 
may seem, are Upward of 900 
feet deep, in addition to as many 
as 60 shafts of two and three- 
quarters miles in aggregate 
depth. It is a wonder-city un­
derground, with scenes of extra­
ordinary beauty and weirdness, 
including sixteen mysterious 
lakes. But most wonderful of 
all are the scenes pt quietude and 
prayer. Access is gained either 
by means of the hydraulic lifts 
or, as many prefer, by the long, 
slanting stairways cut in the solid 
rock salt, conducting one to the 
various levels of the mine, of 
which there are seven. Only 
those nearest the surface, how­
ever, are open to visitors. On 
the first level, some 260 feet be­
low are situated the chapels.
