CARRY THE BYLAW.

Thursday Zvwning’s Meeting 
Favored it to a Man.

luleresll * Addresses In Fever ef Ihe 
Scheme—Wo Feer ef Aellve Opposition, 

bm ledlderenee Might Prove Fatal 
—The BeneOla lo Accrue—Vole 

Early and Bring ant yanr 
Neighbor.

The meeting held in the town hall on 
Thursday evening was well attended, 
and many were present who had not at­
tended a public meeting for years. The 
eagerness with which the speakers were 
listened to showed that the matter under 
discussion was deemed of vital import­
ance to the interests of the town, and as 
one after another tf the prominent towns­
men rose and favored the scheme, a 
feeling of enthusiasm seemed te pervade 
the audience that augured well for the 
success of the vote on Tuesday next.

The chair was occupied by Mayor 
Butler, who opened the meeting and 
stated the object of the gathering. The 
present opportunity was one that had 
long been looked for in Goderich, and he 
hoped the people of the town would take 
advantage of it by voting in favor of the 
bylaw on Tuesday next. It was imperative 
that a full vote of those favorable to the 
project should be polled, as every stay- 
at- home voter practically voted against 
the bylaw under exitting circumstances. 
If the bylaw were carried, and the fac­
tory established in town a largo amount 
of foreign money in the shape of work­
men's wages would be placed in circula­
tion. He understood that the Doherty 
Organ Company of Clinton paid out 
from 828,009 to 833,000 per annum,and 
of course the town got the benefit of the 
expenditure of that large sum. Where 
there was a demand for skilled mechanics, 
ordinary labor was also in demand, and 
at higher wages then where no skilled 
labor was employed. Some people had 
tried to raise the bugaboo of increased 
taxation, but he could inform them that 
the rate for the interest and sinking 
fund on the debentures, even if nothing 
was done in the shape of carrying on the 
factory, would not amount to more than 
25c on an assessment of $8 or 89 per 
annum. That amount should flighten 
nobody, even if be had tc pay it. It was 
only the price of a few cigars, and if 
they could not raise tile money any 
other way, they could dispense with 25c 
worth of these luxuries. (Laughter) But 
in this case the men employed in the 
proposed works would pay the amount 
of the increased taxation, «nd. as a mat­
ter of fact, the burden would not come 
upen the present taxpayers. The pro­
perty owners would be working in their 
best interests by voting in favor of the 
bylaw. (Loud applause. )

Mr Crabb was entirely in favor of the 
scheme. The town had been at a stand­
still long enough, and it was time to 
take hold and make it move. Other 
places not so favorably situated as God­
erich had made efforts to increase pop­
ulation and decrease taxation and God­
erich should do so, too. The factory 
would keep our young men at home by 
giving them employment. He contend­
ed the bonus would not be a burthen to 
the town. When in good working order 
the factory would employ not less than 
fifty hands, and the taxes paid by these 
hands would more than meet the annu­
al sum required to pay off the by-law. 
New houses would have to be erected for 
the accommodation of the workmen, and 
the taxation on these would more than 
cover the rate imposed by the by-law. 
In the event of the organ company's 
works being established here, other 
factories would be attracted to our town, 
for it was a well-known" fact that one or 
more factories usually brought more. 
He hoped every tnan who had a vote 
would pul! it for the by-law, on Tues­
day next. (Applause.)

Mr Harrow said there was practically 
» unanimous feeling in favor of the pass­
ing of the bylaw, but although there was 
no apparent fear of active hostility,there 
was danger from apathy. Goderich had 
an opportunity now such as he, in a resi­
dence of twenty years, had not seen. The 
securing of a valuable industry at a com­
paratively small cost was something not 
to be got every day, and every effort 
should be made to obtain it. The money 
earned by the emyloyeas would be spent 
in the town, and what was more, the 
profits of the concern would go into the 
pockets of the stockholders, who were 
fellow townsmen. This was the pioneer, 
he hoped, of many manufacturing enter­
prises in Goderich. He was willing to 
supply a horse and driver to assist in 
getting out the vote on Tuesday. (Hear, 
hear.) Every man who could vote and 
failed to do ao, failed in bis duty to the 
town. (Applause.) It required two 
thirds of the available vote to carry the 
bylaw. There were a few cranks in town 
who might vote against it, the names of 
dead men on the list also counted against 
it, and every man who favored the bylaw 
and failed to vote was also counted 
against it. Hence the necessity for get­
ting eut every available vote.

Mr Horace Horton thought with Mr 
Garrow that this was the most favorable 
movement that had ever been started 
in Goderich. The stockholders had come 
forward ungrudgingly and paid their in­
stalment without a dissenting voice. It 
waa the only scheme where the people 
had come up freely with their means and 
a tbscribed #10,000 before asking for

any public aid. On voting day every 
man should come out and vote for the 
scheme unless opposed to it, and no man 
should be opposed to it. (Hear, hear.) 
He felt satisfied to throw all his influence 
in favor of the bylaw, and thought the 
effort to bring foreign capital to the town 
should be encouraged. If there was any 
one present opposed to the bylaw,the ob­
jections should be stated. (Applause.)

Mr Alex. Watson felt interested in 
the success of the bylaw, and believed 
it should carry. tie was perhaps the 
originator of the scheme, ao far as Gode­
rich was concerned. The town needed 
a stirring up. Heretofore we had done 
nothing, and nothing had come to us. 
The men who were coming were a good 
class of citizens. Many of them had 
taken stock in the concern, and if they 
were willing to come to our town and 
cast in their lot with us, we should not 
give them the cold shoulder. (Hear, 
hear ) The employees of the company 
would more than pay the annual inter­
est and sinking fund of the bonus by­
law in taxes. Every man who had a 
vote should not only pell it in favor of 
the bylaw, but should persuade his 
neighbor to do the same. (Applause.)

Me A. McD. Allan believed the chief 
point of objection was the fear by some
that taxes would be increased. That | 
objection had been fully answered by 
Messrs Crabb and Watson, and there 
was no getting ever the logic of these 
gentlemen that subject. Another 
important thing was that every man 
should vote, and to this end it waa 
necesrary that men should volunteer to 
act as committee-men on polling day to 
get out the vote. We want every horse 
and vehicle possible, and we want every 
vote polled. (Applause.)

Mr George Swanson did not come 
here to oppose the bylaw, but would 
like to have safeguards placed by the 
council in the interest of the people. It 
such were done he was willing to take a 
few shares in the concern as stock­
holder. (Hear, hear.) He would like to 
know if the mayor would guarantee that 
provision would be made for the carry­
ing on of the factory for a stated term of 
years, and for the employment of a 
certain number of hands.

Mayor Butler thought every effort 
would be made te guard the rights of 
the people when the final arrangement 
was being made with the company.

Mr Garrow believed it was the inten­
tion of the town council to protect the 
ratepayers. At the final settlement no 
doubt a satisfactory arrangement 
would be made.

Mr Swanson—In that case I will take 
some shares. (Applause.)

Mr James Saunders believed the men 
who were coming to establish the fac­
tory were as deeply interested as any 
of us, and would see that the project 
was a success. Their bread and butter 
depended upon that. It was the duty 
of every property holder to vote for the 
bylaw. (Applause.)

Mr Humber said 435 votes were ne­
cessary to carry the bylaw. All who 
did cot come out voted against it. It 
was a matter of great consequence to get 
out every available vote. It would be 
unfortunate for the town if the bylaw 
miscarried,for Goderich would be looked 
upon with disfaybr by other manufact­
urers desiring to locate. The item of 
furniture, which the new company pro­
posed manufacturing, could be worked 
up to an lucrative trade. He hoped a 
thorough canvass would be made.

Mr Alex Saunders was of opinion that 
there were young men who were not vot­
ers, but who ultimately would be, who 
should be asked to canvass for the by­
law. Something waa needed to work up 
the town. Down at Peterborough some 
time since when he visited he found 
that every one there talked “Peter­
borough”; when he said he was from God­
erich they said “Goderich, oh, yes, that's 
the place they call Sleepy Hollow. He 
told them that we were waking up ic 
Goderich. (Hear, hear.) Down at Lon­
don recently, ha met some former resi­
dents of Goderich, who asked him if it 
was really true that a boom had struck 
the old town, and he assured them it 
was a fixed fact. (Hear, hear.) Furni­
ture and musical instruments would find 
a profitable market in the Northwest, 
and no town was better situated to do 
business with that section of the Domin­
ion than Goderich. He adduced figures 
to show that the contentions made by 
some regarding the increase of taxation 
was a fallacy. He didn’t blame anyone 
for being economical, but when objec­
tions were fairly and squarely met, the 
objectors Bhould cease to oppose the 
project. (Loud applause.)

Mr John Acheson, sr., was in accord 
with the bylaw. He had earned his 
breadjby the sweat of his brow since boy 
hood, and was favorable to whatever 
was in the interest of the town at large. 
Hia taxes at times had amounted close 
on to 8200 a year, but he was not afraid 
of any addition that would result from 
passing the bylaw. (Heat, hear.) If he 
thought the scheme was not a worthy 
one, he would oppose it, even if he had 
to stand alone. As it was he was heart­
ily in favor of it, and hia hcrae and 
buggy were at the service of the commit­
tee. (Applause.)

Already he was in re­
ceipt of letters from a number of outside 
skilled workmen, who were anxious to
take stock in tbe company and work in 
the factory. The business was a good 
one, and tne marxet kept steadily up. 
The Doherty Company turned out from 
160 to 170 organs per month, and there 
were no finished instruments in the fac­
tory at the end of the month. There waa 
a grand market in the Northwest, and 
when the C. P.R. arrived in Goderich 
there would be no better distributing 
centre. (Hear, hoar ) The new com­
pany would start upon a footing that the 
Doherty works had not reached in air 
or seven years, for the reason that that 
company in beginning had to buy its 
experience, whereas we had experienced 
men ready to take hold at once. At 
now wanted waa to bring out h 
vote. (Applause.)

Mr Menzies had every confidence in 
the success of the new venture. His 
connection with the organ business 
dated back fifteen years. He had open­
ed up the Northwest trade to the 
Doherty organs in 1878, before the rail­
ways were built, and that field was 
better now than then. As had been 
said, the companies that started years 
ago had to learn their busine i and buy 
their experience. We would be able to 
start under better auspices, as wo had 
skilled workmen and experience. He 
was sorry he had not arrived earlier to 
hear the pros and eons discussed.

Mayor Butler—There were no cons, 
(Laughter.,)

Mr Menzies—Then the only thing to 
do now is to get out the vote on Tues­
day next, (Applause.)

Mr Garrow said he was well acquaint­
ed with Mr Menzies, and certified that 
whatever that gentleman said could be 
relied upon.

The meeting then adjourned.
