Only one infantry at-
tack was attempted; this the British
repulsed. The Italians claim progress
for their troops against the Austrians
in the region between Adige and Bren-
ta Rivers southeast of Trent and an-
nounce the repulse with heavy losses
to attackers of Austrians endeavour-
ing to capture Monte Lamirle south-
west of Aniago.
