We should be sorry to

spoil the Herald® evident

\ pleasure in its occupa-

tion of building airy fab-

rics of untruth on foundations of facts
which exist only in its own imagina-
tion, and should not attempt to do so
if we alone were affected by its pro-
ductions, .but as both' the public are
being misled by them and another
person unjustly attacked, we feel it
is time to interpose. The Herald
tound our silence on Thursday with
reference to its article of the previous
day most significant. We regret to
have to disappoint it, but we can ex-
plain this dark silence (though the
explanation involves another terrible
confession) by the simplest of causes
—we did not reply to its article be-
cause we did not see it. We do
not always read the Herald.

Systematic Inspection
The deplorable circum-
stanceas, reported in
Thursday’s issue of this
paper, in connection with

a grave frregularity in the Postal
Bervice, leads us to the conclusion that
what we stand nfost in need of in all
departments of the Government, is an
inspectorial system, properly organis-
ed and effectively carried out. If this
were done and inspectors, vested with
authority to deal with offenses coming
under their notice, appointed, there
would be a restoration of public con-
fidence, and inefficiency would have no
place in any office. Take the case to
which reference has already been
made. The official in question had
been on the P. O. travelling staff for
a number of years, and to our know-
ledge had never been the subjectf a
complaint. Yet, due to chuses, which
have to be subsequently ascertained,
he dropped into habits of negligence,
with the result that for nearly a year
and a half, he had been, perhaps un-
consciously, holding back letters or
allowing unstamped and departmental
correspondence to accumulate in his
mail room, without making any effort
whatsoever to hand same over to ad-
dressees. There had been, evidently,
no attempt on the part of this unfor-
tunate clerk to tamper with any of
the held up letters, and his cash ac-
count being straight, makes the reason
for his action the more difficult to
comprehend.

But—and here is the crux of the
whole matter—could this thing have
occurred if there had been in opera-
tion a proper system of inspection?
‘We think not. With our ever-growing
mail service, there is, as well, an ever-
growing demand for a strict and
careful supervision of the numerous
Post Offices throughout the Dominion.
Not that we charge any Postmaster or
Postmistress with being lax nr care-
less. On the whole they are a hard-
working and painstaking body, especi-
ally when we consider the miserable.
stipends paid most of them. Neverthe-
less it would make for greater effici-
ency and we believe that the officials
themselves would welcome it, if a
travelling inspector were appointed,
whose sole duty it would be to viait
and examine into the conduct of every
office, if possible, several times a yeaar.
Or, finding that it would not be ex-
pedient to make such frequent calls at
every office, then to visit each and
every Money Order office (and there
are some 250 of these)’in order that
they be made to coordinate with the
G. P. 0. and each other. At presert,
we are inclined to think that they co
not, but that each one has its own
method. With our railway and steam-
ship facilities one man should ut least
be able to perform this work without
taxing either his strength or endur-
ance; therefore it is possible of ac-
complishment. The adoption of such
a system would assist in improving
postal conditions: would reduce care-
lessness and negligence to a miaimum,
and would place a premium on effici-
ency and capability, and above all
would render impossible a recurrence
of the irregularity whi¢th prompts us
to make this point. We wish to say,
however, that in taking up this sub-
ject we are not criticesing the adminis-
tration of the Post Master General
whose work since his assumption of
office has been recognized by all to
be in the best interests of the public
service, notwithstanding the many ob-
stacles in the way.
