+  The writer in The Courier believes that the
farmers voted Liberal just to show that they were
right on the tariff, that they feared that a defeat
for the party of wider markets would be regarded
as a blow at wider markets, and that wider markets
would be further and further away. Though
neither party talked federal politics very much
upon the stump, and the subject of wider markets
was not an issue much discussed in the press in
connection with the elections, yet it doubtless had
some influence in the country. Alberta farmers
realize that their future success depends largely
upon the market which they can secure for their
produce. They must get their produce across the
line to the natural market. That issue is so much
more important to them than any other that many
decline to take the slightest chance of injuring the
cause. ’

But the first and most important cause in the|

defeat of the opposition was the presence of R. B.
Bennett. He was the main issue. He assumed the
leadership of the party and announced thit the
issue would be such and such. But the people in
general had something to say about the issue. He
might do much of the speaking, but they did the
voting. He was the elevator merger, *the repre-
sentative of the trusts, the visible representative of
the corporate interests in this province, and he was
at the head and front of the oppositiin to the gov-
ernment. That government had risked its life upon
a very radical elevator policy and an even more
aggressive farm machinery bill. With this legisla-
tion on the one side and the trusts which were
fighting it on the other side, the public saw the
issue clearly enough. That was the big issue in the
province.

You can follow the Bennet trail by the suc-
cess of the government. The government captured
Gleichen, redeemed it from the enemy. There are
elevators in that riding. The government made a
sweep of Bassano. There are elevators there.
Turning to-the South, the.-government.swept
Taber, Warner, Little Bow, Cardston, Claresholm
and Nanton, and came mnearer winning in High
River than any person would have expected a week
before R. B. Bennett came into Alberta to take part
in the election.

The issue was straight enough,-and once more
the province rejected the mouthpiece of the cor-
porations and the trust: The public knew well
enoygh what the election meant. Both Mr. Ben-
nett and the cause he advocated were rejected de-
cisively and, let us hope, for all time. The Con-
servative party will wander long in opposition in
this province if it submits to the policy of the in-
terests, led by the champion of trusts and mergers
and boosted by the official endorsers of all the
special interests, the Southam press. We have
seen the public meet the issue when it was placed
squarely 'before them.

Newfoundland Seal Fishery

St. Johns, Nfd.,, May 11—The New-
foundland seal fishery of 1913 closed
vesterdday with a more successful rec-
ord than that of last year. Figures
made public today show that 272,965
seals, valued at $494,406, were caught
by the  fleet of 19 ships, manned by

3,608 men. Last season’s catch was
175,128 seals, divided among 22 ships|
and 4,176 men.

No ships were lost during the sea-|
son, and no serious accident oceurred,
thourh three of the vessels were dis- |
abled temporarily in a -gale. Twol
deaths from natural causes represent-)
ed the only loss of life during the two

months' cruise.
