‘Prop to Or an Irish i

Republic.

@HICAGO, Jul{ 5.—A number of promi-
went Chicago Irish-Americans have per-
fected an organization to be known as the
Irish-American Republican Association.
It is the intention of the projectors to
organize a land syndicate, compused of en-
fluential and wealthy Irishmen, and to
send representatives to Canada, Chili,
Pern and Mexico. The latter country, it is
understood, is willing to dispose of Lower
California or a neighﬁoring state under cer-
tain conditions, with the privilege of estab-
luhxgg an Irish- American republic.

Said one of the men interested in the
movement: ‘‘Should Canadian land be
mecured an effort will be made to
colonize with 1,000,000 Irish and
Irish-American farmers. This number
of Irishmen, with the addition of
the Irish already in Canada and the assist-
ance of the French-Canadian element
would, it is thought, be able to capture the

nadian Government and convert it into a
powerful Franco-Irish republic.

The only oplf;osition expected as likely to
occur to the formation of a Franco-Irish
Republic will be in the Province of Ontaric,
This opposition, however, will be suppressed
by throwing the disaffected portion of this
Province into the American Union.
