Loxpox, Dec. 21.--Luropean statesmen
and politicians are to-day chiefly con-
cerned with the question whether France
means to pursue the quarrel with Bulgaria.
It is assumed that M. Ribot has not acted
without previous consultation with his
good friends in St. Petersburg, and that
his action may be preliminary to the re-
opening of the whole Eastern question,
wherein lie grave dangers. But the best
informed people believe that the time is
opportune neither for France nor for Rus-
eia to set the Balkans in a blaze, and that
the action of the French foreign office will
be confined to protests at Constantinople.
Little Bulgaria will not yield an inch. Bhe
has managed to grow and prosper in spite
of the open hostility os the mighty Czar
ond secret machinations of his agents; and
having withstood Russia ghe feels that she
can safely defy France in a matter in which
she is in the right.

A humorous feature of what appears to
be a tempest in a teacup is that it is doubt-
ful whether M. Chadourne, the offending
correspondent of the French newspapers
who had been expelled from Bulgaria, is
entitled to call himself a Frenchman. One
of his parents was not French, and there is
no doubt that he was born in Constanti-
nople. He is not at all an interesting
person, and as a journalist he is beneath
contempt. In Paris he would not earn his
matutinal cafe au lais at & penny a line,
and until he took to furnishing lying para-
graphs about Bulgaria to the foreign press
he found it very difficult to make both ends
meet in Scofia. He was for some yearsa
mercantile clerk in Constantinople, whence
he proceeded to Sofia and opened a restaur-
ant, That business did not pay, and some-
how Chadournd obtained employment as
copying clerk in one of the Government
departments. e hlossamed into a “‘journé
alist” within the present year, and was
able to afford champagne rather than vin
ordinaire with his dinner. The Bulgarians,
who of course are prejudiced against M.
Chadourne, say that his newspaper writing
produced more roubles than francs, the
bearing of which remark, as Captain Cuttle
would say, lies in its application.

THE SCOTCH SOLID LIBERALS.
The Tories have made a great fuss this
week over Mr. Chamberlain’s visit to Edin-
burgh. The party managers considered the
visit nceessary, because alarming reports
had reached headquarters in London of the
disorganization and diminution of the
Liberal Unionist party in Scotland. The
reports were well founded, despite the Tory
make-believe to the contrary. Half the peo-
pleatthego-called Liberal Unionist meetings
were Tories, and Chamberlain’s speaches
denoted depression. The general election
will surely prove that the farce of Liberal-
Unionism is played out in Scotland, and
the speech delivered in Londonderry Satur-
day by Col. Saunderson, leader of the Ulster
party, shows that those in authority quite
realize what is in ecore for them., He had
always thought, raid the gallant colonel,
that on the question of home rule they
would have heip in Scotland from a com-
munity of race and religion. The very re-
verse was the fact. In their insane devo-
tion to one man the Scoteh had made Mr.
Gladstone their Pope, infallible in word
and act, and so they believed every word
he said and disbelieved all the loyalists
said. Col. 8aunderson has stumped Scot-
land more than once, and is fally com-
petent to geuge public opinion im that
country.

THE ROYAL WEDDING.
The wedding of the Duke of Clarence
and Princess Victoria of Teck will take
place on Feb. 10, the 62nd angiversary of
the wedding of the Queen, This date was
fixed upon at the Queen’s special request.
The British Silk Society, of whioch the
Duchess of Teck is president, bas begun
the manufacture of the wedding dress. It
is to be of the softest white damask, bro-
caded in a design of the lilies of the valley,
with roses, shamrocks and thiatles en-
twined in the border, thus combining sym-
bols of the three countries of the kingdom.
The train shows silver lilies, and !other de-
signs on a silk ground. Ordinarily it
would take at least three months to comn-
plete the dress, but the looms have been
ordered to be run night and Jay {n order to
insure its readiness for the day of the wed-
dlog. The gift of the Duocheas will Le a
bridal veil of the tinest Honiton lacc, the
design being the same as that of the dress.
The Queen’s betrothal sonvenis gift is a
bracelot with two hearts of moonstone set
in diamonde and rubbles. The number of
betrothal giits already mounta inte the
bhundrede.

SANGUINARY CONFLICT.
A dispatch from Pernambuoco states that
a popular uprising occurred in that city
Saturday agninst the Govermor of the
Province. Tho streets quickly filled with
throvgs of riotous people, and it was
fouud necessary to call out the troops to
quell the disorder. The officers in com-
mand of the soldiers, seeing that no
other means would avail, gave the order to
fire upon the mob, and sharp fighting fol
lowed. It is reported that 60 persons were
killed or wounded during the conflict be-
tween populace and soldiers, Tho dis
patch also states that the Goversor of the

organs, the kidueys and liver

Provinca. seecing that the disorder wonld

continue so long as he remained in office,
resigned his position, and quiet was almost
immediately restored. Atter the restora-
tion of order the members of the Junta
were cheered by the people as they passed
along the streets.

A "BOOM” BURSTING:

The warnings uttered by far-seeing peo-
ple against the rush on the Booth boom in
“Darkest England” last year has been con-
firmed to the hilt. The report of the first
year’s operations shows that the practical
result of thie scheme hbas been that Mr.
Booth has spent £200,000, and asks for
more. The collection of £100,000 last
Chrisymas was the cause of somedistress, as
it diverted that much money from the
orthodox channels in which it was in the
habit of flowing, doing good where most
needed. There seems to be no alacrity on
the part of the charitably disposed to back
the Salvation scheme to any great extent
this year.

THE SOUTH AMERICAN TROUBLES.

A dispatch from Rio Janeiro annoghces
that the National Congress, which was
dissolved by Da Fonseca, when he declared
himself Dictator of Brazil, has reassembled,
in pursuance of the call issued by President
Peixotto. In his message to Congress,
President Peixotto states that the Brazilian
people, during the events of Nov. 23, the
date of Da Fonseca’s resignation and Presi-
dent Peixotto’s accession to the presidency,
showed their strength and their jealous
regard for the nationsl liberiies, which
were threatened by Da Fonseca. It is now
the duty of Congress, the President de-
clares, to deal with the existing commercial
crisis Ly perfeciing a reorganization of the
banking system. For the current financial
year the deficit will be alight,

UNITED STATES VS. CHILI,

Advices from Chill are awaited with great
anxiety by people having interests there.
Work on the Captain Prat, the formidable
armor-clad built in France for the Chilian
(Government, it being hurried to completion,
and that vessel will be ready for sea at an
earlier date than originally intended.
There is & rumor that the Chilians are
negotiating for ironclads already con-
structed, and for one vessel probably in-
tended for use as a cruiser. The Chilians
continue to express themselves as con-
fident of & favorable result of a war with
the United States, and they intimate that
they can depend upon indirect support from
Europe.

THE CHINESE REBELLION.

Advices from Bhanghai state that an-
other rebel chief named Chubek has been
captured in Manchooria. He had joined
the rebellion in the hope of plunder. The
rebels are scattering before the Imperial
troops, and everywhere the' severed heads
of captured rebels may be seen stuck on
poles. At Jehol every gate of the city has
several heads thus exposed. Chubek was
sentenced to be cut to pieces, and the sen-
terce nas doubtles by this time been carried
out.

A DISABLED STEAMSHIP.

The Norwegian bark Glimt, which ar-
rived at Queenstown yesterday from Bruons-
wick, Ga., reports that on Dec. 17, while in
latitude 50, loogitude 18 west, she passed
the disabled steamer Kansas returning to
Liverpool under sail. The steamer declined
assistane.

PERHAPS HE IS SAFEI

Thenews has just been received that
there are 60 European prisoners at present
in the Soudan bas sent a thrill of hope
throughout journalistic and other eircles
that Edmund O'Douwovan, the famous
traveler, eoldier and war correspondent, is
alive. He served in the Franco-German
war in the French side, and Jater joined tho
Beﬁb"ﬂﬂ army in the Carlist war. Then
be became a war correspondent, acting in
this upucit{:durlogtﬂ:e Russo-Turkish war.
Subrequently he drifted through Furope,
and then he went to Africa and knocked
about geverally. Fivally he went to
Khiva, where he was selected a chief, and
tken he returned to Eugland and went out
with Hicks Pasha for the Daily Nowe.

BULGARIA CAN!‘OT RECEDE.
Premier Stambuloff, of Bulgaria, explain-
ing the Cbadouine aflair in the general
comittee of the Bobranje, deolared thad
there was wneither motive nor desire to
cause & breach with France. Bulgaria
could not recede from tho position she had
adopted. e hoped the Bobranja would
support the Calinet in this conelusivn.

This was received with loud gplause.

A Paris d'epatch says: M. Herbette,
the Freuoh Miuisicr at Berlin, has advised
Foreign Minister Ribot that the German
(overnment supports Bulgaria in ber atti.
tude in the Chadonice aflalr, and bold that
M., Stambuloff bad mo option but to sot as
he did, and that France is not justified in
the rupture of relatione with Bnlgaria.
The attitude of Uermany as regards the
affalr, bowever, will not alter M, Ribot’s
polioy, mbich is appreved by the whote
Cabiuet. A communloation to the press
gives o forecast of M. Ribot's statement
to be made in the Chamber of Deputies
in reply to M. Millevoye’s Interpella-
tion, In this statement the Miuister will
maintain the illegality of the arrcet and
expulsion of Mr, Chadouine, and will ag-
sers that the general hostility of the Pul-
garian Government was shown in the
walching of the residence ot M. Lanele,
the French Charge d’Afiaires. At the same
time he will announce the determination of
France not to submit to violation of treaty
rights. The report that M. Ribot has re-

called all the French consuls iv Bulgsria is

premature, The Government does not de-
sire to precipitate events.
RUSSIA AND BRITAIN,

The distance between the British and
Russian outposts in Asia continues to
lessen. The Liberal policy, broadly speak-
ing, is to keep them as far apart as possible,
and the Tory aim seems to be to bring them
face to tace. The views of the Saturday
Review, a Government organ, are of a
robust order.

*“We are going to Hunza and Nagar,” it
says, ‘‘because it is important for vhe safety
of India that we should go there, and be-
cause we don’t want Russia to get there
first. But there does not appear to be any
necessity to force ourselves on the tribes-
men and call them ecoundrels, too.”

AN IMMIGRANT QUESTION.

The proposal to petition the Government
in favor of imposing a £3 poll tax on immi-
grant aliens has been rejected by the
London Trade Council, after very full dis-
cussion, and nothing more is likely to be
heard of it. The arguments which found
most favor with the members of the Coun-
cil were that labor is an international
commodity, that aliens have as much right
to come here as Englishmen have to go to
foreign countries, and that, instead of
attempting the impossible task of prevent-
ing immigration, efforts should be dirvected
to the practical work of bringing the new-
comers into the trade unions.

SANDOW IN A NEW ROLL.

Sandow, the strong man who lifts horses
with one hand and does other seemingly im-
possible things, figured this week in a new
role. He served as the subject of a lecture
on “The Superficinl Muscles,” by Dr. Os-
born, the audience being composed entirely
of lady art students, Sandow, who wore
ouly stockings and shoes and a small loin
cloth, exercised the various muscles, show-
ing the eflect when intense strain was ap-
plied, the doctor meantime discoursing
learnedly upon the voluntary and involun-
tary muscular efforts and their eftect upon
the human frame. The ladies listened
with rapt attention throughout. Their
note books and sketch hooks testified to
their industry, and Sandow finally felt o
much at home under their frank yet ad-
miring eriticisms, that he voluntarily
illustrated the movements of the muscles of
respiration under varying conditions of
slight eflort to the most intense exertions,

MRS, BESANT STILL TALKING.

Mrs. Besant does not return to her dis-
ciples in London until next week, lectaring
meantime in several provincial towns.

KIPLING ON HIS TRAVELS.

Rudyard Kipling has been eick with his
old fever in New Zealand, owing toa eold
caught while boating in the moonlight at
Wellington on his way to Australia. Infor-
mation comes from the latter county that
after his visit to Robert Louis Btevenson
at Samoa he will go to India, and that he
expects to be back in London in February
or March. Kipling, interviewed in New
Zenland, said that his great anxiety was to
see new countries and people, and not to be
bered with new buildings or products or
manufactures, as he was in America,

THE SEALS.

8ir George Baden-Powell will return to
Washington after Christmas for the purpose
of drawing up the report of the Behring Sea
Commission. The report will be made
jointly by the Commissioners of Canada,
Great Britain and the United States, and
will be submitted te the Court of Arbitra-
tion. Itis expected that that body will be
appointed early next year. The suggestion
that it should include an expert in natural
history among its members is not likely to
beadopted, but evidence as to the habits
and natural history of the seals will be
given before it.
