Both legislatures wer free to adopt, or reject, them, as they saw fit; and 
each remains free to abrogate them after they arc adopted. Accordingly, the 
arrangement is void of the fatal objections Inherent In a treaty of reciprocity. 
The fiscal independence of each country is maintained, and neither is bound 
to a polies which might in time become intolerable. Reciprocity is the most 
victous form of protection, because it is doubly entrenched. Concurrent 
legislation exists at the will of a single people.

IMPOSSIBLE HAPPENED.
When it was discovered that these proposals really meant something, 

they were received with incredulity To men who had lived for thirty years 
under a system of protection, it seemed as if a law of nature were being 
violated it was well understood that all tariff revision was to be done after 
the Payne-Aldrich method, or only after due report by an Investigating com­
mission But the impossible had happened. The Government had the hardi- 
hood to frame a tariff without consulting ‘businessmen," and it had long been 
understood that no tarif could be created, unless the "steel men" gave expert 
advice upon the steel schedules, the "cotton men" upon the cotton schedules.
