who felt that she would be a money- 
maker on a lecture tour, but she has 
steadfastly declined to have anything 

1 to do with them. She ref ses to have 
her talents or personality exploited for 
gain.

But now she has handed herself over 
to the Irish Ireland Movement and 
anything she does will be In that Inter­
est without fee or reward. She Is go- 
in to the United States at her own 
expense and her lecture campaign will 
be directed by local men interested in 
the Irish Ireland Movement. The visit 
will synchronize with that of the Ab­
bey Theatre Company of Irish players.

Those who have not followed closely 
the activities of this remarkable woman 
may be surprised to learn that she has, 
without being such a picturesque pro­
pagandist as Maude Gonne, taken the 
place of the "Irish Joan of Arc" in the 
affections of the Irish people.

Save Ireland by Literature.
Lady Gregory believes that Ireland 

• can be saved by the dissemination of 
national literature, the revival of the 
Irish language and industrial enter­
prise; while Maude Gonne’s idea for 
Irelands salvation was an appeal to the 
battlefield.

The latter has for the time being 
dropped out of the activities of Irish 
national life and Lady Gregory has the 
field entirely to herself, so that her 
lecture tour in the United States will 
be followed with more than ordinary 
interest by home-staying Irish folk.

yident he made no secret of his admir- 
.. Nation of the literary qualities of Lady 

Gregory. He declared to Professor 
Wright of Oxford University, who was 
then on a visit to Washington, that "It 
was through reading Lady Gregorys

‘Gods and Fighting Men,’ that my great 
sympathy for Ireland was first awak- 
ened." This generous tribute to her

She knows the peasant life 
from the inside, for she has lived 
among them from her childhood, and 
their loves, sorrows and joys are freely 
interpreted In her plays. She does not 
try to conceal their faults, but stands 
out bodily to criticize them when she 
thinks she ought, as she demonstrated 
in her defence of the "Playboy of the 
Western World," which provoked such 
a storm of condemnation in Dublin 
when it was produced for the first 
time.

Lady Gregory wields a busy and ver­
satile pen.

it presented of a man engaged in a 
combat for mastery, and being en- 
couraged by his companions not to 
contemplate defeat but to continue 
fighting and ‘win out’—you see I am 
dropping into the American. What a 
valuable expression that is for civi­
lization to have and how applicable 
as advice it is to all sorts of combats 
in life.

"I was shocked at first when I 
heard in Western Canada a man’s wife 
described as his ‘outfit, and thought 
at once that it was a relapse to

ed ‘outfit’ J saw at once that it was 
a phrase of respect and not meant 
slightingly.

"That phrase ‘holdup,’ redolent of 
stage coach days, how fine it is to 
express forcible robbery and iniquity.

"A curious phrase was that of the 
‘tin bucket/ as applied to a teetotaller. 
Then again the word ‘taffy,’ meaning 
soft soap, was strange to me. In 
England we say ‘Taffy’ when we mean 
a Welshman There were numerous 
other words and phrases that I jotted 
down in my eleven weeks travels. I 
did not come much in contact with 
the lower classes of Americans, but 
encountered lawyers, doctors, men of 
other professions and people of cul­
ture and means. I found them all 
using these weird expressions, par­
ticularly the university professors.

"No, I don’t think it is symptomatic : 
of the hurryof the nation causing the 
people to find short cuts in speech. 
They are simply poetic and pictur- 
esque expressions that have the his­
toric value of accurately describing a: 
situation. Brevity is not so much 2 
characteristic of American speech as 
might be supposed. Let me quote 
one example. In England we choose 
the short, but 1 will not plagiarize and 
say uglier, word ‘motor,’ whereas in 
America the word ‘motor’ is never 
used, but the longer and mure diffi­
cult one ‘automobile’ is.

"The brevity caused by hurry.I 
found unexpectedly in signs. In some 
cities the street signs read ‘St. 
Paul’s without the addition of ‘street,’ 
‘avenue or road.’ It is taken for 
granted that the sign means what is 
seeable, namely a street, an avenue or 
a road. In England we have the sign 
‘Keep Off the Grass.’ In America 
they merely have a sign ‘Keep Off, 
deeming it unnecessary to say what to 
keep off of, as the grass is in plain 
view. It took me some time to famil­
iarize myself with the word ‘quite’ in

Leonardo supreme genius. His was 
one of those tremendous intellects 
that comes into the world centuries 
apart from its nearest rival, as though 
to make comparisons impossible, and 
when it is admitted that a man is a 
genius, surely it becomes an imperti­
nence to closely compare him with 
other geniuses!

A Peasant Woman's Son.
Since he was a genius, and there 

Is no recipe for the production of 
geniuses, the circumstances of his an­
cestry throw little or no light on his 
great gifts. His father was « man of 
some education, being a Florentine 
lawyer, named Piero. Coming from 
the village of Vinci, he followed the 
custom of adopting its name as his. 
Leonardo’s father was married four 
times, but on none of tho occasions 
did his mother happen to be Piero’s 
wife. All that we know about her is 
that she was a peasant woman, and 
one who would not be picked out as a 
likely mother for a great genius. The 
boy’s greatness was not long unsus­
pected. No one knew that he was 
destined to become a great artist, but 
all seemed to realize that he would 
do something extraordinary, since he 
had such an insatiable curiosity about 
faces and forms, and odd expressions, 
and queer stones and anything in 
nature or art that struck him as being 
out of the common. These he was

BEST were another invention. He was a 
great architect, a great sculptor, a 
musician, an engineer. He was an 
astronomer, who worked out many of 
the laws Newton afterwards formu­
lated.

Incidentally a Painter.
Painting seems to have been re­

garded as a mere accomplishment, 
something like playing the piano, by 
Leonardo, for there is extant a letter 
in which he offered his services to the 

Duke of Milan. The qualifications he 
emphasized were all military, and he 
merely mentioned casually that In 
time of peace he might be depended 
on to do some creditable sculptuary 
and painting. The duke at first re­
garded him as a faker, and rejected 
his offer, though later on he was glad 
to have him at court, and it was while 
there that he executed "Mona Lisa," 
Fortunately this great work was well 
taken care of, up till the present time, 
for it went immediately into a royal 
collection, and remained there until 
the National Collection at the Louvre 
was made of the treasures of Fon- 
tainebleau. The history of the "Lord’s 
Last Supper" provides a contrast. It 
took ten years to paint, but at last 
was placed on the wall of a monastery 
in Milan.

“The Lord's Last Supper.”
.In the course of time moisture from 

wall almost ruined it, and on one 
occasion a piece of the canvas was cut 
away to make room for a door. When 
Napoleon's army was in Italy the re­
fectory which contained the painting 
was used as a stable, and the French 
troopers amused themselves by pelt­
ing the canvas with mud, They did 
not think it worth while looting. A 
few years later the convent was flood- 
ed, and the picture was covered with 
mud and water. Despite these vicissi­
tudes, the wonderful faces of Christ 
and the Twelve Apostles remain clear 
today, and even should the "Mona 
Lisa" never be recovered this other 
picture would hold Leonardo’s place 
among the very greatest of the paint­
ers of all time.—Mail and Empire.
