Tiie climax of this dramatic triumph 
was a home run by uncle in the ninth. 
With two down and two strikes called 
the old man made the full circuit, and 
slid In at tiie plate with a thunderous 
rvm Die.

The actor who played the hostile catch­

er brought the ball down on un le: thc.re 
was a second of terse, terrific silence, 
and then the umpire shouted, ".Safe!" 
while the gallery rocked, the heavy vil­
lain foamed, the heroine cried "Thank 
Heaven!" and tiie curtain fell. Quite a 
climax and uncle played it well.

One night in New York a touch of 
added realism was given by the special 
engagement of Tim Hurst, as the umpire 
of tiie play. Tim was press agented in 
goed style, and got almost as much at­
tention as Anson when lie cam., on, clad 
•in the old blue uniform, and lugging the 
mask and the little, whiskbroom. All 
went well, the action swung into the 
nintli inning, and the crowd rooted 
madly, while the kids upstairs shouted, 
"Give tli' old man a square deal, 
Timmy!"

Uncle swung at the ball and started on 
his mighty run, vanishing into the wings 
reappearing upstage,and thundering down 
upon the plate. Tiie catcher crouched 
for his part of the play: Tim Hurst, all 
wrapped up in th. imaginary game, bent 
over—and uncle slid.

Down came the catcher's paws, and 
Hurst, never thinking ttiat 'twas a play, 
seeing the action only as lie actually saw 
'it. jerked his thumb toward the roof 
of the theatre, and, in roaring accents, 
bellowed "Out!"
