“How do the natives support all those
wives?” one of his auditors asked.

“Theyv don’t have to support them
The women support the men. The
women make the gardens, keep down
the weeds, bring in the water and bury
the children that die. All a man has
to do is to look out that they don't
run off and leave him.

“‘Besides polygamy, a great evil is
child marriage. It is inevitable that a
girl be married before she is 14. The
greed of the father makes him sell his
daughter at an early age, sometimes as
young as 4 years. She becomes a little
slave in the home of her husband un-
til such time as she is old enough to
become his wife in reality.

“Former cannibals have been con-
verted and joined our churches. One of
my communion points was a place
where six months before they had killed
and eaten a man, driving our mis-
sion workers away temporarily. Men
who have eaten human flesh will wear
their teeth filed to a point, as a sign
of this act.”

The missionary said that very strict
requirements are made for those who
join the church, and at least three years
is required before they are fully ad-
mitted. He told of the fetiches and
“medicine” by which the Africans prac-
tice witcheraft. A particular case had
been that of a convert who had put
away all of his ten wives, excant the
one that he wished to keep, an¢ who
discarded many items of voodo> f2ith,
but could not be induced to give up
his “skulls.” It was stated that these
skulls of some remote ancestor are
held as the most fearsome and sacred

thing. They are kept secretly, in a
small basket, and their presence will
make the holder invincible, it is be-
