{ During the last few weeks the writer’s
/attention has been directed several times

‘to a series of misapprehensions in re-
(spect to professional baseball as oper-
‘ated in this city. The best way to clear
this up is a plain statement of the facts,
| for often a single demonstration is bet-
| ter than a book full of arguments.

{  The Tecumseh Baseball and Athletic
| Association, Limited, was formed in
1919. AIll the money that was raised at
that time and $3,000 more, a total ap-
-proximating $7,000, was used in that
| year with no assets at the end of the

ar.

During 1920, reorganization took place.
Additional money was raised and a pen-
nant was won, and we served 100,000
people in the 11 park, sold about $6,-
000 worth of players, which left a sur-
plus at the end of the year of about
$9,000. During that year the manager
received $2,150. Through the backing
of a certain shareholder he demanded
and got for the next year $3,500, besides
a percentage on sales of players. We
won a pennant that year and served
68,000 people, a shrinkage of 42,000 peo-
ple. Receipts and disbursements were
about equal

Last vear, 1922, we served 54,000 peo-
ple in the park, completed the year in
second place with the same manager,
and lost $4,600, leaving a surplus to
commeonce this yéar of about $4,500.
. This surplus has been used up and
about $2,600 besides, leaving the club
experiencing a loss for this year, to
date, of something like $7,000. The at-
tendance this year is 14,000 people, to
date, so that the directors of the club
are endeavoring to find why it is the
people will not patronize the club.

charge the same rate, 50 cents. The
London club was not in favor of it, but

. had to submit to the majority.

Secondly, the old manager could not
be continued for two reasons. First,
he was the highest paid manager. in
minor league organized baseball. He
was paid more than the London club
could afford. We might have continued
him on this score, but there was an-
other, and to the writer's opinion, a
fatal objection, which was that he
would mnot live within instructions,
peither ¥he instructions of the directors,
por within the constitution of the Na-
tional -Association of Baseball Leagues.
Three times during the last year he
violated the rules and left the club and

imself subject to heavy penalties. In

instances the circumstances came

the London club’s attention through

Judge Landis’ office, and in the last

gase the London club was find $250 with-

out a chance to defend itself, and on

the manager also a similar fine was
fmposed.

Personally the writer would rather go
put of baseball than submit to such
proceedings.

In the gthird instance it is easy to
make a mistake. Still we must be fair
and give everybody a chance, The
present manager was condemned by
some of the fans before he had made a
Yeginning. When one looks at the club,
as at present constituteed, winning
seven out of eleven games while on the
road, and which has been playing and
winning 50 per cent of its games for the
last six weeks, and this in the face of

e most adverse criticism, it would
fndicate that there is good stuff in this
club, and also in the manager. That
he has not exhibited all the signs of
good management may be attributable
to want of experience, It is, however,
a bad practice to ‘‘swap horses, when
crossing a stream.”

The baseball club since 1920 has been
giving an exhibition of good, clean,
honest baseball, and the players, almost

without exception, have behaved on the|’

grounds in a way to commend them-
selves to all patrons of the game,

It is not possible to always win pen-
nants. Two pennants and once in
second place, as well as being cham-
pions in the playoff between the Cen-
tral League and the Michigan-Ontario
League, seems pretty good picking. The
league consists of eight clubs, all ot
which are necessary to each other, and.
the league would be destroyed if any
club monopolized the winnings.

Give Services Free.

During this period of time the direc-
tors have been giving their entire ser-
vices free. None of them has received
a penny for their services, and they are
naturally anxious to know whether pro-
fessional baseball, as exhibited by the
Tecumseh Baseball and Athletic As-
sociation, can endure fn this city.

Only one shareholder in this city made
money out of baseball, and that was by
selling his stock when the boom was on,
and this shareholder is the greatest
knocker the club has.

own interests. The foregoing facts
/ should set at rest any foolishness of
that kind. ‘
Many men of judgment and experi-
ence believe that a professional base-
ball club, properly conducted, traveling
throughout the country, has great ad-
- wertising merit.

city to its advantage, so that all citi-
gzens are interested in its continuance.
In many cities it is a community affair,
and players are trained for this pro-
fession the same as any other. Still the
fact stands out prominently that unless

BELYEA BOTH WIN
HEATS AT HENLEY

St. Johns' Champ Given Hard
Race By Gilmore of
Philadelphia.

ONE BAD MIX - UP

Associated Press Despatch.
8t. Catharines, Ont., July 27—
Threatening weather conditions which
did not develop failed to interfere with

a successful completion of the first
day’s event of the 41st annual regatta
of the Canadian Association of Amateur
Oarsmen on the Royal Canadian Henley
course here today.

Quite in keeping with the interest
centering upon the senior singles was
the finish of the second heat which Hil-
ton Belyea of St. John, N.B.; the
present champion, won, and which was
keenly contested. Since his return
from competing in the diamond sculls
at Henley it had become apparent that
the easterner was not in his best condi-
tion. His win today was accomplished

by his gamest performance since he

made his bow on the local course. Paul
Costello_of Philadelphia, who had been
expected to be Belyea’s chief opponent,
in the finals which are to be rowed to-
morrow, won his heat fourteen seconds
slower than was required for Belyea's
heat, but Costello did not have the same
opposition. Belyea nearly collapsed at
the finish.

Costello’s heat was no such contest.
He finished nearly seven lengths ahead
entirely fresh and lost a couple of
lengths by funning foul of a bouy.

All of today’s events, were run the full
Henley distance of one mile and 553
vards straight away on a decision ar-
rived at by the association last year.

One of the finest races ever seen on
the local course, that of the junior
eights, in which six shells approached
the finishing mark within dp. distance of
three lengths, was marred because the
finish gun was fired too soon, causing
all competitors to cease rowing before
the race was decided. When the gun
was fired Detroit and Argos were al-
most tied for first place and Univeristy
of Toronto possible third.

Ottawa and Lachine were in striking
distance and Hamilton in the rear.

The gquestion was taken up by a}l
competing clubs and discussed until
nearly 11:30, after which the executive
of the Canadian Amateur O. O. met and
announced that the race would be
rowed over at 10 o’clock tomorrow
morning with all crews competing.
