Gen. Middleton Makes Another 
Advance. .The local government are certainly en­

titled to the credit of having succeeded 
in paasing an anti-Chinese act which 
haa passed through the legal mill at Otta­
wa without having been disallowed. The 
act was felly described in these columns 
yesterday. It is not as sweeping a measure 
as the province had a right to expect or 
that it would have obtained had the 
Dominion government allowed another 
act of the local legislature to become law 
The disallowed act aimed at the absolute 
exclusion of the Chinaman. He was to 
be met on the threshold of the province 
with a tax so swingeing that no coolie 
laborer or the employer of that class of 
labor would have found it profitable to 
pay. The act now in force was an 
alternative one. Anticipating what 
has occurred — that is, the dis­
allowance of the Anti-Chinese Immigra­
tion Act—the government wisely prepared 
the alternative measure which is now in 
force. Results show that they 
“wise in their day and generation.” In 
stead of being compelled—as their prede­
cessors were compelled—to allow the Chi­
nese to escape payment of their just pro­
portion of taxation while they almost 
monopolized the labor market, this gov­
ernment find themselves in a position to 
control these peculiar people and compel 
them to contribute towards the mainten­
ance of the country in whi<É they enjoy 
that protection for life and property which

Reduced Newspaper Postage.

(New York Times.)
Orders have been issued by the Post- 

office Department for the preparation of 
a new one-cent postage newspaper 
postage stamp, which will be needed 
after July 1st because of the law pass­
ed at the recent session of Congress re­
ducing the rate on newspapera. The 
stamp is to be similar in design to the 
present series <# newspaper stamps 
ranging from 2 to 10 cents. During the 
last fiscal yeaj 47.240 tons of matter 
subject to newspaper rates 
through the mails from 5785 poatoffices. 
The postage amounts to $2,899,692, 
14. This was an increase of nearly 11 
per cent over the preceding year. Al­
lowing for the same increase in matter 
sent for the next fiscal year, it is esti­
mated that the reduction to 1 cent per 
pound will result in a loss of of over 
$1,000,000 to the revenues the Post-

TOThe Irish and Canada.

There is not the slightest grain of 
truth in the absurd report that the 
Fenians were preparing to send 
and money to Louis Riel for the pur­
pose of aiding that individual in his re­
bellion against the Canadian Govern­
ment. Nobody of Irish birth or descent 
has any reasonable cause of quarrel 
with either the people or the Govern­
ment of tho Dominion of Canada. That 
government quite recently showed its 
friendly feelings towards the Irish race 
by the issue of one of theemost remarka­
ble documents which ever emanated 
from a British colony, being no less 
than an address from both Houses of 
Parliament, subscribed to by the 
Premier Sir John A Macdonald, him­
self, in wfcich the Canadian people, 
through their representatives, besought 
the British Ministry to grant to Ire­
land permission to govern herself 
Canada does. This forcible and gener­
ous appeal on behalf of an oppressed 
and struggling nationality, although it 
only evoked an undeserved rebuke 
from the English Colonial Secretary, is 
cone the less sufficient evidence, apart 
from the fact that the northern Domi­
nion is largely indebted to Ireland for 
its most poshing and prosperous immi­
grants, that the sympathies of the peo­
ple of Canada are entirely enlisted on 
behalf of suffering Ireland, 
only asks to be Ireland’s friend, and 
the bond slave of the British pirate 
has not got so many friends that she 
can afford to sacrifice them wantonly 
or spurn them from her side. It is un 
doubtedly true that much govern­
mental injustice has been inflicted on 
the Indians and half-breeds in the 
Northwest, 
doubt that, by this time, the Canadian 
authorities have seen their folly, and 
that they will be ready to repair it, if 
they can do so, without further blood­
shed. Anyway, it is none of Ireland’s 
quarrel. It is a family affair after all, 
and the notion of striking a blow at 
England through Canada is preposter­
ously silly. England can be best weak­
ened by the development and growth 
of her colonies, not by hampering and 
weakening them.—Boston Republic.

Yet it is a state 
into which the mass of mankind rush 
with the greatest avidity, Bailing of­
ficial murderers in scarlet, geld and 
cocks, feathers as the greatest and most 
glorious of human creatures. It is the 
business of every wise and good man to 
set himself against this passion for mili­
tary glory, which really seems the roost 
fruitful Bourcç of human misery.

The 
projector, however, says nothing of the 
dangers likely to result from numerous 
islands which stud the Seine between 
Poissy and Rouen, and which would 
render river navigation exceedingly dan­
gerous for vessels of large tonnage, 
such as those that pick their way so 
carefully from Havre to Rouen. Paris 
as a seaport would no doubt be emi­
nently interesting; but such a contin­
gency would be a serious blow to Rouen 
already handicapped by Havre. The 
oost of deepening the Seine, with its 
tortuous windings between Poissy and 
the Norman town, is estimated at £6 
000,000 sterling. The engineers who, 
in 1825, conceived this gigantic plan 
spent £2,000 in studying the problem, 
but their labors were interrupted by 
the revolution of 1830, and the project 
has since been in abeyance.
