MINISTERIAL ASSOCIATION.

Last Monday afternoon the Ministerial
Association of the city was favored by a
visit from Mr. D ,. the missionary
genius of Metlakahtla, who gave a very in-
structive and an exceedingly interesting
addresson the beginning and progress of
his work among the savage and cannibal
Indians of the coast ; " the attempts of the
Church of Enfland Missionary Society to
destroy the independenge. of the Christian.
ized Indians under his ministry, and force
them to adopt the elaborate rites and cere-
monies of that church, which they, like the
covenanters of Scotland, vigorously resent-
ed, and, like the Pilgrim Fathers, removed
| from their old home at Metlakahtla, B. C.,
to Alaska rather than submit to what
they ‘considered despotism and ‘tyranny.
The advancement which the children of the
forest have made in ¢ivilization and Chris-
tianity at New Metlakahtla, their present
home, is phenomenal, even in this age of
marvelons revolutions and astounding pro-
gress—the age when everything is in the
balance and weighed out at its " true value.
When the Provincial and Dominion aunth-
orities declared that the Indians of British
Columbia had no right to the land which
they occupied, and which had ‘been pos-
sessed by their ancestors long before Co-
lumbus sailed across the Atlantic, even
from the time of the mound-builders, they
thought it was time to strike their tents,
renounce allegiance to the ‘‘ Union Jack,”
andseek homes inthe land ot the eagle,where
the *“Stars and Stripes,” with the goddess
of liberty, would be unfurled to the breeze,
and under which they might get a title to
their homes. The present population of
Metlakahtla is about 900, living in neat,
well-furnished cottages. showing signs of
industry, frugality and comfort, with
church and school well attended. Their
fish cannery, which is owned and operated
by the Indians themselves, has been a grand
success, paying this year no less than 15
per cent. to the stock-holders. Thousands
of dollars have passed through this enter-
Erise alone into the village. While the

THE INCONSISTENCIES SHOWN.

Bhe Drawing Power of the Different Clubs
Contrasted—Chicago and Brooklyn Seem
to Have Been the Stars—Cincinnati’s
Find of a New Pitcher.

~\ RESUMING - the

J/as published by
the newspapers to
be correct, some
industriousstatis-
tician. has been
compiling the at-
tendance at the
various League
games during the
past. season. Ac-

cording to his figures the total attendance
in each of the twelve cities was as follows:
Boston, 128,898; . Brooklyn, 161,547; New
York, 128,740; Baltimore, 85,586; Washing-
ton, 119,883; Philadelphia, 158,116; Cleve-
land, 116,116; Cincinnati, 190,675; St. Lonis,
167,975; Louisville, 145,951; Chicago, 148,711;
Pittsburg, 122,227.

Now, as they say in sensational news-
paper columns, this is important if true.
But the figures themselves bear upon their
face the impress, of falsehood. Nobody
will for one instant believe that more peo-
ple attended the games in Lonisville or St.
Louis than in ‘Chicago, nor that Cincin-
nati’s attendance was more than 60,000 in
excess of the New York patronage. Neither
can you persuade the people who observe
baseball crowds closely that the. Brooklyn
club at home ontdrew:the Pittsburgs fail
40,000 and yet lost $15,000, while the Pitts-
burgs played to a profit. . .

The Chicagos’ drawing powers on the
road are well illustrated by this table of at-
tendance: They played to 18,234 spectators
in Boston, leading the Brooklyns, the sec-
ond best card, by less than 100. .In New
York they drew out 20,299 to the Philadel-
phias’ 17,389. In Washington they were
also the best drawing card, and played to
17,898 people, the . Philadelphias again
coming in second with 14,863,

The club was outdrawn in Brooklyn by
the Cincinnatis, in Baltimore by the Brook-
lyns, in Philadelphia by the Clevelands, in
Cleveland by the Louisvilles and at St.
In Chicago the
New Yorks were by far the strongest at-
traction during the season, playing to
28,201 spectators, while the Louisvilles,
under Fred Pfeffer’s lead, classed second
favorites with 20,000 spectators. - Of course
in all the above figures the holiday dates
must be taken into consideration, -

But even with all allowances for exag-
gerated reports the general average of less
than 150,000 spectators to a city in the
League- circuit shows to what a low ebb
baseball interest sank this year. It proves
that total receipts of $60,000.on any ground
was an exception rather than a rule.

The enthusiasm whiech came with the
final games between the Clevelands and
Bostons was a very considerable grain of
comfort for the magnates, and made them
believe that much better things are in
store for'them  for next year. The three
games; at Cleveland,were \witnessed by
16,000 people, and the three at. Boston by
11,000, There was a time when Boston
would have turned out-three spectators to
Cleveland’s one, but. that time was not a
part of this year or of the last three years.
The great slump in baseball interest at
Boston has puzzled students of the game
everywhere. Up to 1890 Boston bore the
deserved reputation of being the best base~
ball city in the country. . No other city
could make a pretense of disputing that
claim with her, Now, with a winning
team, the club can scarcely draw patronage
enough to pay expenses, i 1
Boston was hurt by the Players’ league
fight more than any of the old Leagne
cities. And when the American associa-
tion got & foothold there last year and in-
troduced twenty-five cent admissions a
harm was done to the old. club which it
will take years to overcome.

“The south seems to have profited in the
rebound, as it were, throughout the north.
Not only did the Southern league of eight
clubs go through the season and play to a
general profit, but they are building an
“1°" to themseves for next year. At their
recent annual meeting four new members
were added—namely, Charleston, Savan-
nah, Nashville and Augusta. The circuit
for 1803 will consist of those cities and: the
eight of this year’s organization—viz,
Chattanooga, Memphis, New Orleans, Mo-
bile, - Montgomery, Birmingham, Atlanta
and Macon. I believe the Southérn league
people made a mistake in enlarging their
circuit. The cities which they have added
are all good baseball localities, and have
“been there before.”- “The objection is not
to the hew members, but'a twelve club
circuit has never yet been a financial suc~
cess. It was a very expensive experiment
for the American association in 1884, and,
has been equally disastrous to'the National
league this year. Too many clubs divide
the interest until it is too little to do much
good anywhere. *

. The late William A. Hulbert, founder of
the National league, said to me as long
ago as 1880 that if he had his way he would
redice the League circuit to four cities
and four clubs. He ipsisted that four
clubs in the fight would attract more at-
tention than twice that number. " But eight
