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HOME RULE.

Archbishop Walsh in a Letter to Mr.
Blake Advises & National
Convention.

Mr. Blake Says the Only Hope Is For
the Divisions to Aect
Together.

Toroxto, Oct. 16.—Archbishop Walsh,
of thie city, whorecently returned from Ire-
land, addressed a letter to Mr. Edward
Blake, M.P. for South Longfcrd, on the 8th
inst , on the question of Home Rule. He
asks : ¢ How is the union necessary to the
success of the Irish cause to be obtained ?
How are the Irieh national forces to be fo-
cussed iuto a great centre of strength and
power? Tt seettis 16 me that fo the sofation
of this problem, Irish patriotism and Irish
stateernanship should now devote themselves,
Surely Ireland must still have the power
and vitality to shake off from her the fatal

dissensions that have of late preyed upon
her and threatened the extinetion of her na-
tional life. Sarely she must nov allow her-
self, like a derelict ship at sea, %o drift
about aimlessly and hopelessly, a prey to
‘the waves and storms of angry passions and
internecine feuds,

‘ My suggestion to this is, let a great
national convention be held in Dublin, com-
posed of chosen representatives of the clergy
and people of Ireland and of an advisory
representation of the Irish race abroad. In
this convention let Ireland speak out her
mind ; let not her voice be like a broken
musical instrument emitting discordant
notes and jarring sounds, but let it on the
contrary be clear, loud and emphatic, insist-
ing on unity and condemning faction. Let
her point out and uphold the Parliamentary
representatives whose methods and conduot
she approves and let her mark out and ocen-
demn thkose whose intolerance of control,
personal jealousies and animosities. have
done 8o much to break the unity and waste
the strength of the National party.”

Mr. Blake replies ths following day.
He deplores the want of unity in the
Irish party, more especially at a time
when they are facing a Government,
*‘ which denies the right and capacivy
of Irishmen to direct their own aflairs,
and the safety to the Empire of Home
Raule for Ireland ; and which declares for
the policy of perpetual legislation and ad-
ministration of purely Irish affairs from
Westminster. Io seems to me our duty not
only to maintain and strengthr i%e posi-
bion of Irish Home Rule, z .- insisb
that those in power 1 #%jo dis-
charge the responsibilit oy in-
volves, [These respo: enor-
mous.

KOREA'S MURDERED QUEEN.

‘NEw York, Oct. 16.—A special to the
Herald from Seoul, Korea, says : The Crown
Prince, who was with the Queen when she
wae murdered, has secretly sent ‘from the
palace a statement giving a description of
the assassing, by which they are identified

as Japanese. The dJapanese government
gives ample assurances that every .guilty
pereon will be punished. The plot originat-
ed with the disgraced Korean officials, who
employed the Japanese moshi and ocor-
rupted the Japanese troops. The colonel
of the palace guards, who saw the Japan-
ese assassing’ enter the queer’s apartment
with swords, says he afterwards saw them
burn the body. Proofs are said to exist con
necting the Japanese minister wibh the
lot.

DURRANT'S CASE.

Miss Lucille Turper a Much More Im-
portant Witness Than at
First Sapposed.

Prisoner’s Endeavor to Inveigle An-
other Young Lady Into Em-
anuel Bapfist Church.

8aN Franoisco, Oct. 17.—Miss Lauoille
Turner promises to figure as a more con-
splouous witness in the Durrant case than
was at first imagined. Durrant’s attorneys
intend to do their utmost to throw cold
water on her testimony. They are afraid
of it, and this very fear makea them deter-
mined, if possible, to break the young

very difficult for the jury to regard the
prisoner as an inoffensive, irreproachable
young man after hearing Miss Turner tell
how he endeavored to entice her into Em-

andiel Baptist church for the ostensible par-
pose of a medical examination. The story,
coming from Miss Turner herself, will be
doubly effective, and the attorneys for the
defence are fully aware of the fact. They
realize the sitnation perfeotly, and were it
ne? for two witnesses they have in readiness
would manifeat considerable uneasiness over
what Miss Turner msy say.

The defence has maintained strict silence
about these witnesses. With the exception
of Durrant no one has spoken of them, and
their identity remains a secret. Darrant
was willing to give an outline of what their
teatimony would be and to enlarge on its
value to the defence, but he declined to give
their names. He said that the two witnesses
were his friends, and that they had visited
Mies Turner shortly after his arrest. Dar-
rant claims that the young men #ere entire
strangers to Miss Turner, and called on her
merely out of curiosity to see what kind of
a girl she was. They intended, if possible,
to induce her to relate the unpleasant expe-
rience she claimed to have had with Dur-
rant.

The prisoner further stated that without
the least hesitation Miss Turner told the
strange young men the story to which she
afterward testified at the preliminary exam-
ination. He also stated that she gave them
all the details, and seemed neither embar-
ragsed nor annoyed at discussing such a
topic with young men. Darrant claims that
ber friends were amazed at Miss Turner’s
lack of conventionality, and on leaving her
home went directly to him. He said these
young men were willing and even anxious
to take the stand. Miss Turner has heard
that the two strange young men are to
be witnesses, but she is not in the least dis-
oonoerted over the fact. She absolutely re-
fused to discues the matter, but from an-
ther source it was learned that the two
young men did call ab Miss Turner’s home
o Sunday afternoon shortly. after- the-
_mqof the murders. They repressste
] selves as newspaper men, and said
they had come for the purpose of baving
Miss Tarner identify Durrant’s handwriting,
a sample of which was on a papér one of
the men drew from his pockét. Miss
Turner recognized the writing as some that
had been taken from the library catalogue,
but she did not propose to ‘acknowledge it
to her visitors. She told them to bring her
o catalogue if they wished to identify the
writing of Theodore Durrant. After a few
casual remarks the young men left. Dhuring
the conversation there was no allusion made
to Miss Turner’s experience with Darrant.

The friends of the young lady are furious
at the bare possibility of these men swearing
to any immodesty on her part, and threaten
trouble if the defence puts them on the
stand as witnesses. Miss Turner has never
disoussed her unpleasant experience with
Durrant, even with her most intimate
friends. She told the story to her aunt,
Mrs. Vogel, the morning after the disoovery
of the murders, and inthe afternoon, her
cousin, Dr. Vogel, gave the information to
the police. Miss Turner never made a
statement to Captain Lees or anyone else.
The only time she has spoken of the affair
outside her own home was when she testified
at the preliminary examination.

DUNRAVEN’S RETURN.

RyDE, Isle of Wight, Uct. 18.—The steam 4
yacht Valballa, owned by Mr. Frederick
Joseph Laycock, having Lord Dunraven on
board, arrived here from Newport, R.I., this
morning. The yacht was immediately

boarded by a small brigade of interviewers
desirous of obtaining direct from Lord Dun-
raven his version of the disappointing races
for the Amerioa’s cup.

The Vene-
zuelan soldiers therenpon arrested the
British force and lowered the British
flag. They fthen ocrossed the river over
the side olaimed by the British, and, it
was asserted, committed some depredations
on a house in the British post. The British
force under arrest was soon released, and
thereafter Venezuela paid for the damage
done to the house. It has been supposed
that the incident was ended, but the Cham-
berlsin letter to Sir Charles Lees indicates
that Uran is to be the point to be fortified
against further invasion.
