Evidence That the First Shock Was Not
from Without—The S d Explosion.

Havana, Feb, 19.—Captain Sigsbee ot
the Maine in his account of the disaster
thus refers to the second explosion: “I
did not notice the rain of debris de-
scribed by Lieut. Blandin and others
who were on deck at the time of the first
explosion. But I did obeerve the explo-
sion of the fixed ammunition, and won-
der that more were not hurt thereby.
Without going beyond the limits of what
was proper in the harbor of a friendly
power, I always maintain precautions
against attack, and the quarter-watch
was ordered to have ammunition for the
smaller guns ready to hand, so that, in
the improbable event of an attack on the
ship, it would have been found ready.
It was this ammunition which exploded
as the heat reached it.”

Maprip, Feb.19.—A despatch received
to-day from Rear-Admiral Mantero, the
Commander of Havana, says that proofs
exists in the facts that no dead fish came
to the surface after the explosion that
wrecked the Maine, and that when the
disaster occurred there was not the
slightest upheaval of the water, that the
explosion was not submarine.
