Munieipal Expenses.

Nelson, Aug. 5.—The city of Nelson
has sold to the Bank of Montreal $65,000
city debentures bearing 5 per cent. in-
terest and running twenty years at 9815.
Of this amount $10,000 will be used in
extending the water systm, $10,000, in
extending ' the sewer system,* $5,000 in
purchasing a cemetery site, and $40,000
in purchasing an electric light plant.

To-day the eity council purchased the
plant and franchises of the Nelson Elec-
tric company for $35,400 cash. 'I'his
places Nelson in an exceptional position.
I'he city owns both the water and light-
ing systems, which give a revenue that
nets the city over $18,000 annually, while
the total charge to provide against the
interest and sinking fund of ‘the deben-
ture debt of the city is only $7,600. From
this date Nelson property owners will
have no taxes other than to provide for
the interest and sinking fund of its de-
benture debts. . The receipts from water
and eleetrie light rates and licenses will
Lic more than sufficient to provide for
street improvements, pay salaries and all
other current expenses.

WoAT FOR? SAYS AGUINALDO.

Philippine Insurgent Leader Wants the
American Policy State—Propos-
als to Gen. Merritt.

New ‘York, Aug. 5.—A despatch to the
World, dated Manila, July 30, via Hong-
kong, Aug. 4, says: Aguinaldo, the in-
surgent chief, is becoming more friendly
to the Americans. He has made two
propositions to General Merritt, which
may solve the insurgept problem in a
manner highly advantageous to us. In
the first place, he asks the commander-
in-chief of the American land force to
permit the rebel troops to march through
the streets of Manila when the city has
surrendered. - Merritt-appears inclined to
cousent. ‘to this. It would gratify the
venity of the natives to let them indulge
in what seems to them a triumphal
march as vietors through the capital of
the enemy, whom they have been sue-
cessfully combatting and besieging since
the wiping out,of Montejo's fleet. At
the same time, the native tioops being

MANZANILLO GIVING UP.

Spanish Garrison Ready to Surrender
Upon' Appearance of American
Army.

Santiago de Cuba, Aug. 5.—The war-
ships Massachusetts and Dixie arrived
at Guantanamo Bay last night and start-
ed coaling immediately. Commander
Todd, of the Wilmington, reports that
the conditions at Manzanillo, as learned
from Gen. Rios, are as follows: There
are about 2,000 regulars, 1,000 volun-
teers, ‘and 500 bombarderes or firemen,
They appear to be well supplied with
cattle and provisions, but are believed
to be short of ammunition. Recent
events in that vicinity have caused them
to become disheartened and it js believ-
ed that the appearance of an American
force of only one thousand men, would
result in the capitulation of the place.
So far as the forts are concerned they
amount to little or nothing beyond some
field pieces, temporarily placed in posi-
tion and belonging to the army, but it is
said there are about twenty field guns
in ‘the vicinity .

Oshkosh, Wis., Aug. 5.—Rioting was
resumed by the striking weodworkers
here owing to the sash and door mana-
facturers trying to operate ‘with mnon-
‘wnion labor. At the Morgan plant last
night a crowd of 1,000 strikers and sym-
pathizers gathered to abuse and maltreat]
non-union workmen as they left the mill.
Chief Weisbrod, with a force of police
succeeded in preserving a semblance of
order until darkness set in, Then a
serious onslaught on the police was
made, in which several officers received
bruises and cuts and Chief Weisbrod
was brought to his knees by a stone
striking him. Several shots were fired in
the air and the police finally withdrew.

To-day the strikers again congregated
and clubbed and stoned non-union work-
men trying to reach the Morgan mill.
Thirty policemen were despatched to re-
inforce the small spuad on duty.” When
the police arrived the crowd set on them
with sticks;and stones. The police used
their clubs. freely and the street was
finally cleared at the expense of many
broken heads and a score of arrests, in-
cluding nine women. The non-union crew
finally reached the mill under the pro-
tection of the police and the factory was
started up with a strong force of police
to keep the -streets clear around the
plant. The strikers are far from sub-
dued, however, angd more trouble is pro-
mised.

ASKING FOR MANILA

Mc¢Kinley's Terms Inclnde Perman-
ent Occupation of the Phil-
ippine Capital.

Spanish 1eaders Averse to Such
Sacrifice Though Majority
Counsel Peace.

‘Madrid, Aug. 5 (10 p.m.)—At the cabi-
net couneil this evening Senor Sagasta
related to his colleague what had been
said in the conference with the va:ious
political leaders earlier in the day. No
decision was taken.

{. London, Aug .5—~The Madrid corres-

pondent of the Daily Mail says: A ma-
jority of the politicians who conferred
with Senor Sagasta counselled peace,
But Senor Necedal, leader of the ultra-
montanes, urged war “even if the Yan-
kees,” he said, ‘“‘were to capture Spanish
ports, as possibly then an international
conflagration would avenge Spain by
placing her in a pesition to gain'‘more
than by making a shameful peace now.”
Senor Sagasta informed me as to the
contents of the American note. In addi-
tion to the demands already known the
American government ask the occupa-
tion and possession of Manila and Subic
Bay. M. Cambon obtained from Presi-
dent McKinley the substitution for the
word possession of another word mean-
ing practically the same thing. This
revelation has caused a ferment here. It
was understood at first that the Ameri-
cans only demanded temporary occupa-
tion of Cuba, pending arrangements. for
the future government of the Philippines.
It is believed the powers-will object to
the Americans retaining permanent occu-
pation of Manila and Subic Bay. The
latter is a splendid naval station.
The Madrid correspondent of the
Times, commenting on the views of
various leaders expressed at the confer-
ence with Senor Sagasta as given by the
Kl Liberal says: It seems that Senor
Sagasta pointed .out all the facts of the
situation with the utmost frankness to
the various politicians, indicating reas-
ons for and against a continuance of the
war and citing for example the fact
that General Blanco far from being de-
jected, proposed plans to continue re-
sistamce. Senor Sagasta’s picture as a
whole, however, was painted in sombre
colors, Senor Montero Ries, president of
the Chamber of Deputies, Marshal Mar-
tinex de Campos, the Duke of Tetuan
and Senor Silvela, the leader of the dis-
sident Oonservatives, all favor peace.

It seems that
the Spanish cabinet fully reaiiwes that
the time for argument, couuter propos-
als or modification, has gone by, and
that there is only one simple 1ssue to be
met, namely: Whether tha smerican
terms will be accepted as a whole or
rejected. There is, indeed, reason to
believe that the Spanish government Las
been directly advised that the stage of
negotiation is past, and that otly the
matter of an answer favorable or um-
favorable remains. That the answer has
not come quickly i8 no matter of sur-
prise to the officials here, for they realize
the responsibility which Premier Sagasta
must assume in making these peuace
terms sufficiently palatable to the Hpan-
ish populace and the peliticail leaders,
to permit its acceptance without an in-
ternational cenvulsion. The best inforia-
ed persons here fix next Monday as the
time when the’ Unitéd States govern-
ment is likely to reeeive Spain’s final
answer. But this is simple conjecture,
for there is not the slightest meaus of
knowing the tendencies at Madrid.

FLEEING FROM FEVER.

All the regiments have
been ordered to hold themselves in readi-
ness to go aboard the transports the day
n_fter to-morrow, or as soon after as pos-
sible. All the troops will first be ex-
amined by the medical board, and any
suspicious cases will be left in the hospi-
tal. All tenting or surplus b: e will
be taken back to the United States. Cap-
tain McKittrick and Dr. Goodfellow, ‘of
General Shafter’s staff, left here to-day
for New Orleans.

Washington, Aug. 5.—The war depart-
ment has ordered the large fleet of
transports at Ponce to proceed to Santi-
ago to bring Gen. Shafter’s army back
to this country. There are ten large
transports in the fleet at Ponce, some
of them like the Mobile, having a capa-
city of 1,000 men. In all they have a
capacity of 6,500 men. This, with the
capacity of the ships already at Santiago
will give a carrying strength of over
12,000 men at a trip. With the arrival
of Shafter’s army in this country every
facility will be given to the troops to
recuperate.

There will be no yellow fever cases
brought to this country, as such cases
can best be handled without removal.
The actunal hospital station will prob-
ably be located at Montauk Point, where
a field hospital for 500 patients is being
prepared, in addition to the hospital
equipment which Gen. Shafter’s forces
will bring along with them. But be-
sides ‘this Gen. Steinberg has in view
two" fine locations where bracing moun-
tain and lake air will help convalescents
.to recover. These pcints are Fort Al-
lan, Vermont and the army post at
Plattsburg, N.Y. The latter point is on
Lake Champlain and the former in the
bracing latitudes of the mountains.
