Fltty-seyen years ago Mr. Davin was
born in Kilfinone, Limerick. His first start
In life was In the office of a firm of larg
steel workers, but it was evident that the
gods did not intend him for a commer-
clal avocation, and he was soon removed
from the uncongenial atmosphere of ‘he
foundry and sent to college where he dis-
tinguished himself partteularly in clas-
sics. After leaving college he entered upon
the sea of journalism in London, and his
work attracting great attentlon he was sent
out to the Franco-Prussian war as corres-
pondent for the Lomdon Standard. Then
in 1872 he came to Canada to write a ser-
ies of articles for the English papers.

At that time many of Canada’s fore-
most men believed that the manifest duty
the country was annexation to the
United States. There weré however, a little
: of men having thelr headquarters
in Toronto, who held different belef, with
them the young Irishman, who had joined
the editorial staff of the Mail, threw in
is lot. The annexationists in Toronto
had succeeded in inducing a certain Amer-
fcan divine who had quite a reputation as
a platform lecturer on social and economic
subjects, to give a lecture in. Toronto.
This gentleman spoke on -the ‘‘New Clvil-
ization’” meaning with true Yankee ef-
frontery, American ecivillzation. He was
an ingenious sophist and a pleasing speak-
er, and a considerable effect was created
by his remarks. The imperialists in To-
ronto were in despair, something had to
be done to answer the apostle of annex-
ation. Then it was suggested that Mr.
Davin give an imperialistic address. Noth-
ing loth, he undertook the task and ac-
quited himself very well indeed.. He was
applauded all through his address. This
lecture is chiefly worthy of note from the
fact that he sounded a note that was to
prove singulagly prophetic. He stated
that the day would never come when
the mother country would call, upon her
colonies for aid in time of trouble
Discussing the lecture nearly 20 years
afterwards, Mr. Davin expressed surprise
that it should have been well received.
He was of opinion that it had been deliv-
ered in the egotistical vein characteristic
of the young Tory Britisher who carries
abroad with him old country political
ideas and traditions.

Mr. Davin first ran for Dominlon honors
in Haldimand, at the general elections of
1878, but was unsuccessful, although he
reduced the liberal majority. In 1882 he
visited Regina and having taken up his
residence there established the Leader
which was for many years a fearless and
outspoken advocate of the rights of the
settlers. In 1887 when the Territories
were first granted representation at Ot-
tawa, Mr. Davin wag returned for Waest-
ern Assintboia after a contest in which
he defeated Hon. J. H. Ross, now Yukon
commissioner. In 1891 he found himself
again forced to face 'a contest. Thos.
Tweed, a member of the assembly and a
prominent conservative opposed him. The
election took place in the depths of a
cold North West winter, and electioneer-
ing was hard work for both candidates.
At a large meeting one of the supporters
of Mr. Tweed twitted Mr. Davin with be-
ing a scholar and a man of letters. Very
fine was Mr. Davin’s retort, worthy al-
most of Disraell: “Yes,” said he, with a
proud assumption of humility, *’tis true
my gown has swept the corridors of the
universities of Europe.”” He was elected.
It is worthy of note that in the campaign
of 1806, that year so pregnant with disas-

Innis, his opponent, - and many ardent
partisans of ‘hoth parties. The first re-
| turns that came in put Mr. Davin ahead.
but as the night wore on his opponent
‘began to creep up until a great shout
announced a tie. About 1 o’clock Mr.-
Davin went home to bed confident that he
was defeated, while the supporters of his
opponent had a small jubilation. Early in
he morning, however, a report was re-
celved which brought Mr. Davin within a

South Africa

Canadian Officer Tells Some-
thing About 8ir Percy
Girouard’s Work.

From Montreal Gazette,

Captain Charles J. Armstrong, who
left this city as senior lieutenant in the
Montreal company of the Royal Can-
adian regiment, and wno acceptea a
position under Sir Percy Girouard follow-
ing the fall of Pretoria, is now home

on leave of absence, visiting his father,
Mr. _G. N. Armstrong, Peel street. He
is dlsgrict engineer of the railway con-
struction department, and speaks in the
highest terms of his chief, saying that
the appointment of Sir Percy was a for-
tunate one for the Empire; that the great
work he has accomplished in South Af-
rica is fully appreciated by the army of
occupation, and that he well merited the
lh;x'mor which the King conferred upon
im.

Regarding the work that has already
been done, Captain Armstrong said that
when the eclosing down of the Rand
mines had thrown thousands of blacks
out of employment, and as the British
authorities. did not care to have them
roaming about the country, Sir Percy
suggested that this new stretch of rail-
way be built from Johannesburg to the
Vaal - River, and, this proposition being
accepted, work was started, Captain
Armstrong being engaged on the road in
question.  The line will be about forty-
five miles in length, but, although thirty
miles have been graded the rails are
not yet laid. 'This is on account of
the delay in getting the steel on, the
ground, the rushing of supplies into the
country being of more importance at the
present time.

Captain Armstrong has a good idea of
the character of the work done on the
railways in the several colonies of South
Africa, and says that many of them are
better built than some of the Candaian
lines. He also brings the news that
practically all of the bridges, culverts.
and tunnels which were damaged or de-
stroyed during the war have been placed
in as good a condition as before and that
the train service all over the country,
taking the unsettled condition of the
colonies into consideration, may be con-
sidered good. He visited Natal a short
time before leaving, and the railways in
that colony were found to be in excellent
condition.

“Of course,” he' said, “the heavy
grades lessened the rate of speed to some
extent, but the time of the fast train
between Pretoria and Bloemfontein is
now about forty miles an hour.”

(Captain Armstrong is also of tne
opinion that when peace beeomes an ac-
tual fact railway development will pro-
ceed apace.” A most important line has
indeed already been undertaken. For-
merly there was no direct land route be-
tween Cape Colony and Natal, but now
a railway is projected and even com-
menced, that will be about 400 miles in
lengtn, and bring these two colonies into
direct communication. The terminus of
the Natal end of the projected railway
will probably be Pietermaritzburg.
Captain ‘Armstrong then described the
complete system of block-houses, which
the British military = authorities have
built along the railways, one every four
or fiv@ miles from Cape Town to Delagoa
Bay, and on the branch lines as well.
At the crossings there is a block-house
at each side, and the stations, many of
which are built of stone, have been put
in fine condition for defence, so this ex-
plains why the cases of train wrecking
have become so few of late. 'Some of
